selling religious articles after masses to support the Catholic
Christian minorities in Bethlehem. As a tradition, many of the
Catholic families in the Holy Land work in small workshops to
produce religious articles from olive wood. These articles
represent the Christian art of the Holy Land. In the past, they
used to sell their artwork to pilgrims who visit the Holy Land.
However, these days they are facing an economic hardship, as
there are no tourists at all can visit the Holy Land due to
pandemic. Many of the Catholic families immigrated and left the
Holy Land. The percentage of Christians in the Holy Land has
dropped from 20% to less than 1%. Therefore, if this hardship
continues as it is now, we believe that in a few years, there will
be no Catholics in Bethlehem or Jerusalem.

ATADURA DE LENGUA
“No entristezcan al Espiritu Santo de Dios” (Efesios 4:30).

O entristecemos o alegramos al Espiritu mediante el uso de
nuestra lengua. Nuestras lenguas controlan no solo nuestros
cuerpos sino el movimiento del Espiritu (Stg 3:2). Por lo tanto,
"no profieran palabras inconvenientes; al contrario, que sus
palabras sean siempre buenas, para que resulten edificantes” (Ef
4:29). "Eviten la amargura, los arrebatos, la ira, los gritos, los
insultos y toda clase de maldad" (Ef 4:31).

Debemos controlar nuestras lenguas para que "rara vez se
escuche una palabra desalentadora". Por ejemplo, el gran Elias
comenzé a hablar de muerte, negatividad y derrota. En poco
tiempo paso de ser un ejército de un solo hombre a ser victima
de la depresidn. Elias "se desed la muerte y exclamd: ‘iBasta ya
Sefior! Quitame la vida, porque yo no valgo mas que mis
padres’ (1 Re 19:4). La Palabra de Dios es "espiritu y vida", no
depresion y muerte (Jn 6:63).

Ademas, debemos evitar murmurar y quejarnos (Jn 6:41). Este
mal uso y abuso de la lengua privé a los israelitas de entrar en la
tierra prometida (ver Nim 14:1-24). También evitd que los
judios recibieran la gran revelacidn de Jesus de si mismo como
"el pan de vida" (Jn 6:48).

La lengua es como una valvula que puede abrir o cerrar
nuestros corazones. Si el Sefior controla nuestras lenguas, El
controla todo nuestro cuerpo (Stg 3:2).

Oracién: Sefior, épuedo ofrecerte continuamente "un sacrificio de
alabanza, es decir, el fruto de los labios que reconocen” Tu
nombre? (Heb 13:15).

Promesa: “El que coma de este pan, vivird eternamente; y el pan
que Yo daré es mi carne, para la Vida del mundo” (Jn 6:51).
Alabanza: “"Entonces exclamd, ‘veo el cielo abierto, y al Hijo del
Hombre de pie a la derecha de Dios’" (Hch 7:56). jJesus
