Similar to Easter, the vigil of Pentecost
includes four readings from the Old Testament, each
with a proper Psalm and prayer, along with the Epistle
and Gospel. At the conclusion of the Mass during the
Day, the Paschal Candle is extinguished and moved to
its permanent location near the baptismal font.

The Solemnity of Pentecost, which crowns and fulfills
the Easter season, is a good time to pray for a deeper
indwelling of the Holy Spirit.

PRIMERA LECTURA | HCH 2,1-11

El dia de Pentecostés, todos los discipulos estaban
reunidos en un mismo lugar.

6. PADRE TRABAJADOR

Un aspecto que caracteriza a san José y que se ha destacado desde |la época de la primera Enciclica social,
la Rerum novarum de Ledn XIII, es su relacion con el trabajo. San José era un carpintero que trabajaba
honestamente para asegurar el sustento de su familia. De él, Jesus aprendio el valor, la dignidad vy la alegria
de lo que significa comer el pan que es fruto del propio trabajo.

En nuestra época actual, en la que el trabajo parece haber vuelto a representar una urgente cuestion
social y el desempleo alcanza a veces niveles impresionantes, aun en aquellas naciones en las que durante
décadas se ha experimentado un cierto bienestar, es necesario, con una conciencia renovada, comprender el
significado del trabajo que da dignidad y del que nuestro santo es un patrono ejemplar.

La persona que trabaja, cualquiera que sea su tarea, colabora con Dios mismo, se convierte un poco en
creador del mundo que nos rodea. La crisis de nuestro tiempo, que es una crisis econdmica, social, cultural y
espiritual, puede representar para todos un llamado a redescubrir el significado, la importancia y la necesidad
del trabajo para dar lugar a una nueva “normalidad” en la que nadie quede excluido. La obra de san José nos
recuerda que el mismo Dios hecho hombre no desdefio el trabajo.

CINCUENTA Y PICO
“iLa paz esté con ustedes! Como el Padre me envié a Mi, Yo también los envio a ustedes” (Juan 20:21).
Domingo, 23 de mayo de 2021; Fiesta de Pentecostés
Hechos 2:1-11; Salmos 104:1, 24, 29-31, 34 1 Corintios 12:3-7, 12-13 o Galatas 5:16~25; Juan 20:19-23

¢Como van en estos cincuenta dias de tiempo de Pascua? ¢Has gritado aleluya todos los dias? Desde el dia
de la Ascensidn, iel Sefior ha obrado algin milagro en tu vida? ¢Has orado con un corazdn nuevo para
anticiparte a Pentecostés, la llegada del Espiritu Santo?
