BLIND, UNREQUITED LOVE
“There is no limit to love’s forbearance, to its trust, its hope, its power to endure.” —1 Corinthians 13:7

It's common for Scripture to talk about having faith without seeing. We talk about “blind faith” and the leap of faith.
“Faith is confident assurance concerning what we hope for, and conviction about things we do not see” (Heb 11:1).
“We walk by faith, not by sight” (2 Cor 5:7). The centurion had so much faith in Jesus’ word of command that he didn’t
need to see Jesus give the order to heal his servant (Lk 7:8, 10).

Scripture also talks about having hope without seeing. “Hope is not hope if its object is seen; how is it possible for one
to hope for what he sees? And hoping for what we cannot see means awaiting it with patient endurance” (Rm 8:24-
25). Abraham hoped “against hope” (Rm 4:18), though he could not see how God would give him a great inheritance
(Heb 11:8ff).

We also have examples in Scripture of love without seeing or “blind love”: the “patient” (1 Cor 13:4) love of a parent
for a wayward child (Lk 15:13, 20), the enduring, faithful love of Mary Magdalene for the dead and buried Jesus (Jn
20:15), and God’s love for us while we were still sinners (Rm 5:8).

Are you called to pour out your heart in unseeing, unrequited love? Ask Jesus to pour out His love in your heart (Rm
5:5). Blind love is greater than blind faith and blind hope (1 Cor 13:13). There is no limit to the power of your
unrequited love to endure (1 Cor 13:7).

Prayer: Father, You are Love (1 Jn 4:8). May | continue to love for no other reason than to imitate You.

Promise: “Love never fails.” —1 Cor 13:8

Praise: Praise Jesus, Who not only conquered death and the tomb, but ascended and sent the Spirit to teach and
defend us.

REFLECTIONS

Dear Johan,
Growing up I was told that it was a sin not to attend Mass on Sunday. And what about holy days of
obligation? Do we still believe in all this?

Gentle reader,

Let me ask you this: When you love someone, do you see it as an obligation to spend time with him or her?
Or, would the person who has been saved from drowning ever think it a burden to thank his or her savior?
Although yours is a fair question, it also bespeaks a legalistic and minimalist approach to the celebration of
the mysteries of our faith, which is rather regrettable and supremely sad. Would that there were no need for
an obligation, at least not the kind that is imposed on us by the church, today.

Our current understanding of Sunday and holy days of obligation is that it has been imposed on us by the
church, and rightfully so. By contrast, the early church had no such law because there simply was no need for
it. The sense of “obligation” early Christians felt to celebrate Sunday Eucharist flowed from a deep personal
and communal desire. Theirs was an inner obligation to the celebration of the Eucharist. They were so
moved by the mystery of God’s love for us that they simply could not but celebrate. Saint John Paul Il in his
apostolic letter Dies Domini, On Keeping the Lord’s Day Holy, from 1998 calls it the “obligation of
conscience.”

As this “obligation of conscience” or inner desire started to wane, individual bishops found it necessary to
remind the faithful that the Sunday assembly was not simply an option but rather a sacred duty. This kind of
language can be found in local church documents dating back to the fourth century. Though the number and
intensity of these documents increases over the centuries, it was not until 1917 when the Code of Canon Law
defined the obligation to celebrate Eucharist on Sundays and holy days of obligation as universal law. This
law was upheld by the 1983 Code of Canon Law. And the current Catechism of the Catholic Church identifies
the deliberate failure to follow this obligation as a grave sin.

So, yes, we still abide by Sunday and holy day obligations. Both your question and my answer make me sad,
though. On the one hand, | am saddened that we have punishing legislation in an attempt to encourage
people to celebrate Sunday Eucharist. On the other hand, | am saddened by the fact that we have lost this
sense of inner obligation. We might be better off if we were less legalistic and more spiritual when it comes

to the celebration of the Eucharist. But maybe that is merely a liturgical reverie or fantasy?

IRRACIONAL | “Y se llenaron de temor” (Marcos 5:15).

Lunes, 31 de enero de 2022; San Juan Bosco | 2 Samuel 15:13-14, 30; 16:5~13; Salmos 3:2-7; Marcos 5:1-20
En la primera lectura de hoy, Simei maldice, acusa y continla persiguiendo al rey David. Esto es lo que hace el
diablo, acusandonos constantemente (ver Ap 12:10). Los gerasenos en la lectura del Evangelio de hoy también
eligieron los caminos del diablo sobre los caminos del Sefior. Preferian un hombre poseido por una legion de
demonios (Mc 5:9) y un camino cerrado al publico (Mt 8:28). De hecho, cuando los gerasenos vieron que este hombre
estaba "completamente vestido y perfectamente cuerdo”, se llenaron de temor (Mc 5:15) en lugar de regocijarse por
su curacion.
Jesus llevé el Evangelio, la libertad y la cordura a un pueblo, y la gente del pueblo le rogé que se fuera (Mc 5:17).
Este no es un comportamiento racional. Los gerasenos reconocieron el poder de Jesus; simplemente no querian

participar. Preferian el miedo y la disfuncién a la libertad y la vida nueva.
¢Estas "lleno de temor"? (Mc 5:15) ¢Hay algiin ambito de tu vida en el que prefieras la familiaridad de la disfunciéon
a los cambios que requiere la libertad y la vida “en abundancia”? (Jn 10:10) En el Evangelio de mafana, Jesus dira sin
rodeos: “No temas, basta que creas” (Mc 5:36). Presenta tus miedos a Jesus. Pidele que se quede y te cure.

Oracién: Padre, lléname de ese perfecto amor tuyo que echa fuera todo temor (1 Jn 4:18).
Promesa: “Pero Tu eres mi escudo protector y mi gloria, Tu mantienes erguida mi cabeza (Sal 3:4).

AMOR CIEGO, NO CORRESPONDIDO
"El amor todo lo disculpa, todo lo cree, todo lo espera, todo lo soporta” (1 Corintios 13:7).
Domingo, 30 de enero de 2022; 4to domingo de Tiempo Ordinario
Jeremias 1:4-5, 17-19; Salmos 71:1-6, 15, 17; 1 Corintios 12:31—13:13 | Lucas 4:21-30

Es comun que las Escrituras hablen de tener fe sin ver. Hablamos de “fe ciega” y el acto de fe. “La fe es la garantia de
los bienes que se esperan, la plena certeza de las realidades que no se ven” (Heb 11:1). “Caminamos en la fe y todavia
no vemos claramente” (2 Co 5:7). El centurién tenia tanta fe en la orden de Jesus que no requiridé ver a Jesus dar la
orden de sanar a su siervo (Lc 7:8, 10).

La Escritura también habla de tener esperanza sin ver. “Ahora bien, cuando se ve lo que se espera, ya no se espera
mas: éacaso se puede esperar lo que se ve? En cambio, si esperamos lo que no vemos, lo esperamos con
constancia” (Rom 8:24-25). “Esperando contra toda esperanza, Abraham creyd” (Rom 4:18), aunque no podia ver
como Dios le daria una gran herencia (Heb 11:8ss).

Asi también tenemos ejemplos en las Escrituras de amor sin ver o “amor ciego”: el amor “paciente” (1 Co 13:4) del
padre por un hijo extraviado (Lc 15:13, 20), el amor fiel y perdurable de Maria Magdalena por Jesis muerto y
sepultado (Jn 20:15), y el amor de Dios por nosotros cuando aun éramos pecadores (Rom 5:8).

¢Estas llamado a derramar tu corazén con amor no correspondido y sin ver? Pidale a Jesus que derrame Su amor en
tu corazén (Rom 5:5). El amor ciego es mayor que la fe y la esperanza ciegas (1 Co 13:13). No hay limite para el poder
de perseverancia de tu amor no correspondido (1 Co 13:7).

Oracién: Padre, eres Amor (1 Jn 4:8). Que pueda seguir amando sin mds motivo que imitarte.
Promesa: “El amor no pasard jamds” (1 Co 13:8).
