REFLECTIONS

ADVENT WREATHS

“The heavens and the earth will pass away, but My words will not pass.” ~—Luke 21:33
Traditionally, Advent wreaths are constructed of a circle of evergreen branches into which four candles are
inserted, representing the four weeks of Advent. Ideally, three candles are purple, and one is rose, but white
candles can also be used.
The purple candles symbolize the prayer, penance, and preparatory sacrifices and goods works undertaken at
this time. The rose candle is lit on the third Sunday, Gaudete Sunday, when the priest also wears rose vest-
ments at Mass; Gaudete Sunday is the Sunday of rejoicing, because the faithful have arrived at the midpoint of
Advent, when their preparation is now half over, and they are close to Christmas.
The progressive lighting of the candles symbolizes the expectation and hope surrounding our Lord’s first com-
ing into the world and the anticipation of his second coming to judge the living and the dead. https:/

ACTIVE WAITING

REFLEXIONES

LA NUEVA CANCION | “..los elegidos cantaban un canto nuevo delante del trono de Dios, y delante de los
cuatro Seres Vivientes y de los Ancianos. Y nadie podia aprender este himno, sino los ciento cuarenta y cuatro mil
que habian sido rescatados de la tierra” (Apocalipsis 14:3).

Solo los que estan en el cielo pueden cantar el cantico nuevo del Cordero. Solo los bautizados en el nombre del Padre,
del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo pueden cantar el cantico nuevo (Mt 28:19). Ellos son los tinicos que cantan el cantico
nuevo, tan inmersos en la Santisima Trinidad que llevan marcados en la frente los nombres del Padre y del Hijo (Ap 14:1).
Solo los engendrados y poseidos por Dios cantan la nueva cancion. Ellos “siguen al Cordero donde quiera que vaya” (Ap
14:4).

Cantar el cantico nuevo significa vivir la vida nueva en Cristo, amarlo con todo el corazon, y “Bendeciré al Senior en
todo tiempo” (Sal 34:2). Cantar la nueva cancion significa ser un pueblo de alabanza porque somos un pueblo de amor.
Amary alabar al Senor significa que hemos sido purificados por la obediencia a la verdad (1 Pe 1:22). Esto significa que
hemos sido salvados por gracia mediante la fe (Ef 2:8) y hemos sido creados “a fin de realizar aquellas buenas obras, que
Dios prepar6 de antemano para que las practicaramos” (Ef 2:10).

Canta para siempre el nuevo cantico de salvacion y vive la nueva vida de amor, alabanza, purificacion y obediencia. Por
fe con buenas obras (ver Stg 2:21-22), acepta la gracia de cantar el cantico nuevo.

Oracion: Padre, enséiiame a alabarte siempre y para siempre.

Promesa: “Les aseguro que esta pobre viuda ha dado mas que nadie. Porque todos los demas dieron como ofrenda algo de lo que les
sobraba, pero ella, de su indigencia, dio todo lo que tenia para vivir” (Lc 21:3-4).

Asi como una cena de Accion de Gracias, es facil imaginar a Dios esperando ansiosamente la llegada de sus invitados,
porque “convido a mucha gente” (Lc 14:16). En lugar de emocionarse por ser invitados, los invitados “sin excepcion,
empezaron a excusarse” (Lc 14:18). Algunos “no tuvieron en cuenta la invitacion” (ver Mt 22:5). Muchos de ellos estan
mas molestos que agradecidos de ser invitados.

Aceptemos feliz y agradecidos la invitacion de Dios y vayamos a misa hoy. Ingresemos a la Iglesia para la fiesta, "por sus
puertas dando gracias, entren en sus atrios con himnos de alabanza' (Sal 100:4). "iFelices los que son llamados a su cena!’
Oracion: “Te doy gracias, Sefior, de todo corazon... Me postraré ante tu santo Templo” (Sal 1381, 2).
