APOSTOLIC LETTER
PATRIS CORDE OF THE HOLY FATHER FRANCIS ON THE 150th ANNIVERSARY OF THE PROCLAMATION OF SAINT
JOSEPH AS PATRON OF THE UNIVERSAL CHURCH

Continuation...

4. An accepting father

Joseph accepted Mary unconditionally. He trusted in the angel’s words. “The nobility of Joseph’s heart is
such that what he learned from the law he made dependent on charity. Today, in our world where psycho-
logical, verbal and physical violence towards women is so evident, Joseph appears as the figure of a re-
spectful and sensitive man. Even though he does not understand the bigger picture, he makes a decision to
protect Mary’s good name, her dignity and her life. In his hesitation about how best to act, God helped him
by enlightening his judgment”.“sl

Often in life, things happen whose meaning we do not understand. Our first reaction is frequently one of dis-
appointment and rebellion. Joseph set aside his own ideas in order to accept the course of events and, mys-
terious as they seemed, to embrace them, take responsibility for them and make them part of his own histo-
ry. Unless we are reconciled with our own history, we will be unable to take a single step forward, for we will
always remain hostage to our expectations and the disappointments that follow.

The spiritual path that Joseph traces for us is not one that explains, but accepts. Only as a result of this ac-
ceptance, this reconciliation, can we begin to glimpse a broader history, a deeper meaning. We can almost
hear an echo of the impassioned reply of Job to his wife, who had urged him to rebel against the evil he en-
dured: “Shall we receive the good at the hand of God, and not receive the bad?” (Job 2:10).

Joseph is certainly not passively resigned, but courageously and firmly proactive. In our own lives, acceptance
and welcome can be an expression of the Holy Spirit’s gift of fortitude. Only the Lord can give us the strength
needed to accept life as it is, with all its contradictions, frustrations and disappointments.

Jesus’ appearance in our midst is a gift from the Father, which makes it possible for each of us to be recon-
ciled to the flesh of our own history, even when we fail to understand it completely.

Just as God told Joseph: “Son of David, do not be afraid!” (Mt 1:20), so he seems to tell us: “Do not be
afraid!” We need to set aside all anger and disappointment, and to embrace the way things are, even when
they do not turn out as we wish. Not with mere resignation but with hope and courage. In this way, we be-
come open to a deeper meaning. Our lives can be miraculously reborn if we find the courage to live them in
accordance with the Gospel. It does not matter if everything seems to have gone wrong or some things can
no longer be fixed. God can make flowers spring up from stony ground. Even if our heart condemns us, “God
is greater than our hearts, and he knows everything” (1 Jn 3:20).

Here, once again, we encounter that Christian realism which rejects nothing that exists. Reality, in its myste-
rious and irreducible complexity, is the bearer of existential meaning, with all its lights and shadows. Thus,
the Apostle Paul can say: “We know that all things work together for good, for those who love God” (Rom
8:28). To which Saint Augustine adds, “even that which is called evil (etiam illud quod malum dicitur)".m] In
this greater perspective, faith gives meaning to every event, however happy or sad.

Nor should we ever think that believing means finding facile and comforting solutions. The faith Christ taught
us is what we see in Saint Joseph. He did not look for shortcuts, but confronted reality with open eyes and
accepted personal responsibility for it.

Joseph’s attitude encourages us to accept and welcome others as they are, without exception, and to show
special concern for the weak, for God chooses what is weak (cf. 1 Cor 1:27). He is the “Father of orphans and
protector of widows” (Ps 68:6), who commands us to love the stranger in our midst.2” | like to think that it
was from Saint Joseph that Jesus drew inspiration for the parable of the prodigal son and the merciful father
(cf. Lk 15:11-32).

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REFLECTIONS

IGNORANCE AIN’T BLISS
“Yet I know, my brothers, that you acted out of ignorance, just as your leaders did.” —Acts 3:17

Contrary to the old saying, ignorance is not bliss. What you don’t know will hurt you. God’s people perish for
lack of knowledge (Hos 4:6).

Of course, the Lord is merciful and will even make excuses for us in our ignorance: “Father, forgive them;
they do not know what they are doing” (Lk 23:34). Nevertheless, there comes a time when there’s no excuse
for our ignorance of God, His Word, and His plan of salvation. “God may well have overlooked bygone peri-
ods when men did not know Him; but now He calls on all men everywhere to reform their lives” (Acts 17:30).
“For if the word spoken through angels stood unchanged, and all transgression and disobedience received its
due punishment, how shall we escape if we ignore a salvation as great as ours?” (Heb 2:2-3)

Jesus wants us to know Him and His Word. He spent the first Easter Sunday explaining the Scriptures. On
Easter afternoon, He taught the two disciples on the road to Emmaus (Lk 24:27ff). In the evening, He
“opened their minds to the understanding of the Scriptures” (Lk 24:45). The Holy Spirit commanded the early
believers to devote themselves to the apostles’ instruction (Acts 2:42). “Each day they studied the Scriptures
to see whether these things were so” (Acts 17:11).

In this age of the Spirit, there’s no excuse for ignorance. “Do not continue in ignorance, but try to discern the
will of the Lord” (Eph 5:17).

Prayer: Father, I’'m sorry for staying ignorant. | choose this day to seek wisdom.
Promise: “The man who claims, ‘I have known Him,” without keeping His commandments, is a liar.” —1 Jn 2:4
Praise: “Amen! Praise and glory, wisdom and thanksgiving and honor, power and might, to our God forever and ever.
Amen!” (Rv 7:12) Risen Jesus, You merit our constant praise!

PRAYING UP A STORM

“He is there praying.” —Acts 9:12
The early Church was a praying Church. The Church was born at Pentecost after a nine-day gestation period
of prayer (see Acts 1:14). After Pentecost, the Church devoted itself to prayer (Acts 2:42). So powerful were
the Church’s prayers that sometimes the building where the Church prayed shook (Acts 4:31). The apostles
concentrated on prayer and the ministry of the Word (Acts 6:4). The early Church was a praying Church.
The immediate results of the Church’s prayers were mixed. The number of disciples “enormously in-
creased” (Acts 6:7), but persecution against the Church likewise increased. The more the Church prayed, the
better and the worse it got. Finally, Stephen, one of the first deacons, was murdered, martyred, stoned to
death. How’s that for an answer to prayer? Nonetheless, the Church kept praying. Soon, a Samaritan town
came to Christ (Acts 8:14), an Ethiopian was baptized and took the Gospel to the ends of the earth (Acts
8:38ff), and Saul, the dreaded persecutor of the Church, was baptized and filled with the Holy Spirit (Acts
9:17-18).

Prayer changes things. It can change opposition into persecution and murder, and persecution and murder
into the evangelization of the world. In this Easter season, pray as if your life and the salvation of others de-
pended on it.

Prayer: Father, may | pray up a storm of persecution and evangelization.

Promise: “Let Me solemnly assure you, if you do not eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink His blood, you have no life
in you.” —Jn 6:53

Praise: Many pious traditions weave an inspiring story of St. George’s heroics. The Church declares for certain his charity,
virtue and martyrdom. He is the patron saint of England.

1. Padre amado
La grandeza de san José consiste en el hecho de que fue el esposo de Maria y el padre de JesUs. En cuanto

tal, «entré en el servicio de toda la economia de la encarnacién», como dice san Juan Criséstomo ),

San Pablo VI observa que su paternidad se manifesté concretamente «al haber hecho de su vida un servicio,
un sacrificio al misterio de la Encarnacién y a la mision redentora que le estd unida; al haber utilizado la
autoridad legal, que le correspondia en la Sagrada Familia, para hacer de ella un don total de si mismo, de su
vida, de su trabajo; al haber convertido su vocacién humana de amor doméstico en la oblacién sobrehumana
desi rr[ﬂ]smo, de su corazén y de toda capacidad en el amor puesto al servicio del Mesias nacido en su

casa» &,

Por su papel en la historia de la salvacién, san José es un padre que siempre ha sido amado por el pueblo
cristiano, como lo demuestra el hecho de que se le han dedicado numerosas iglesias en todo el mundo; que
muchos institutos religiosos, hermandades y grupos eclesiales se inspiran en su espiritualidad y llevan su
nombre; y que desde hace siglos se celebran en su honor diversas representaciones sagradas.

La confianza del pueblo en san José se resume en la expresion “Ite ad loseph”, que hace referencia al tiempo
de hambruna en Egipto, cuando la gente le pedia pan al faradn vy él les respondia: «Vayan donde José y hagan
lo que él les diga» (Gn 41,55). Se trataba de José el hijo de Jacob, a quien sus hermanos vendieron por
envidia (cf. Gn 37,11-28) y que —siguiendo el relato biblico— se convirtié posteriormente en virrey de Egipto
(cf. Gn 41,41-44).

Como descendiente de David (cf. Mt 1,16.20), de cuya raiz debia brotar Jesus segun la promesa hecha a
David por el profeta Natan (cf. 2 Sam 7), y como esposo de Maria de Nazaret, san José es la pieza que une el
Antiguo y el Nuevo Testamento.

IGNORANCIA NO ES FELICIDAD
“Ahora bien, hermanos, yo sé que ustedes obraron por ignorancia, lo mismo que sus jefes” (Hechos 3:17).
Domingo, 18 de abril de 2021/ 3er domingo de Pascua
Hechos 3:13-15, 17-19; Salmos 4:2, 4, 7-9; 1 Juan 2:1-5; Lucas 24:35-48

Contrario al viejo dicho, la ignorancia no es felicidad. Lo que no sabes hace dafio. El pueblo de Dios perece
por falta de conocimiento (Os 4:6).

Por supuesto, el Sefior es misericordioso e incluso nos excusara en nuestra ignorancia: “Padre, perddnalos,
porque no saben lo que hacen” (Lc 23:34). Sin embargo, llega un momento en que no hay excusa para
nuestra ignorancia de Dios, Su Palabra y Su plan de salvacién. “Dios, pasando por alto el tiempo de la
ignorancia, manda a todos los hombres, en todas partes, que se arrepientan” (Hch 17:30). "Porque si la
Palabra promulgada por medio de los angeles tuvo plena vigencia, a tal punto que toda transgresion y
desobediencia recibié su justa retribucion, éicédmo nos libraremos nosotros, si rehusamos semejante
salvacion?" (Heb 2:2-3)

JesUs quiere que lo conozcamos a El y a Su Palabra. Pasé el primer Domingo de Pascua explicando las
Escrituras. En la tarde de Pascua, ensefid a los dos discipulos en el camino a Emaus (Lc 24:27ss). Por la noche,
El les "abrid la inteligencia para que pudieran comprender las Escrituras" (Lc 24:45). E| Espiritu Santo ordend
a los primeros creyentes que se dedicaran a la instruccion de los apdstoles (Hch 2:42). “Examinaban todos
los dias las Escrituras para verificar la exactitud de lo que oian" (Hch 17:11).

En esta era del Espiritu, no hay excusa para la ignorancia. "No sean irresponsables, sino traten de saber cual
es la voluntad del Sefior" (Ef 5:17).

Oracion: Padre, lo siento por permanecer ignorante. Elijo este dia para buscar la sabiduria.
Promesa: El que dice: “’Yo lo conozco’, y no cumple sus mandamientos, es un mentiroso” (1 Jn 2:4).

_ ORAR UNA TORMENTA
“El esta orando” (Hechos 9:12).

La Iglesia primitiva era una lIglesia de oracidon. La Iglesia nacié en Pentecostés luego de un periodo de
oracion cuya gestacion fue de 9 dias (ver Hch 1:14). Luego de Pentecostés, la Iglesia se dedicé a la oracion
(Hch 2:42). Tan poderosas eran las oraciones que a veces temblaban los edificios donde se oraba (Hch 4:31).
Los apodstoles se concentraban en la oracion y en el ministerio de La Palabra (Hch 6:4). La primera Iglesia era
una lglesia de oracion.

Los resultados inmediatos de la Iglesia que oraba fueron mixtos. El nimero de los discipulos “aumentaba
considerablemente” (Hch 6:7), pero la persecucion contra la Iglesia también aumentaba. Mientras mas oraba
la Iglesia, peor y mejor le iba. Finalmente, Esteban, uno de los primeros didconos, fue asesinado, como
martir, apedreado hasta la muerte. ¢ Como puede ser eso la respuesta para alguien que ora? No obstante, la
Iglesia se mantuvo orando. Pronto, un pueblo samaritano se volvido a Cristo (Hch 8:14), un etiope fue
bautizado y Ilevd el Evangelio a los confines de la tierra (Hch 8:38ss), y Saul, el temido perseguidor de la
Iglesia, fue bautizado y lleno con el Espiritu Santo (Hch 9:17-18).

Las oraciones cambian las cosas. Pueden cambiar oposicidén en persecucién y asesinato, y persecucion y
asesinato en la evangelizacion del mundo. En este tiempo de Pascua, ore como si su vida y la salvacion de
otros dependiera de ello

Oracién: Padre, puedo orar una tormenta de persecucion y evangelizacion.

Promesa: “lLes aseguro que, si no comen la carne del Hijo del Hombre y beben Su sangre, no tendrdn Vida en
ustedes” (Jn 6:53).
