Jesus said to
him, “Have you come to believe because you have
seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and
have believed.”

Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of
his disciples that are not written in this book. But
these are written that you may come to believe that
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that through
this belief you may have life in his name.

APOSTOLIC LETTER
PATRIS CORDE OF THE HOLY FATHER FRANCIS ON THE 150th ANNIVERSARY OF THE PROCLAMATION OF SAINT
JOSEPH AS PATRON OF THE UNIVERSAL CHURCH

Continuation...

3. An obedient father

As he had done with Mary, God revealed his saving plan to Joseph. He did so by using dreams, which in the
Bible and among all ancient peoples, were considered a way for him to make his will known.™!

Joseph was deeply troubled by Mary’s mysterious pregnancy. He did not want to “expose her to public dis-
grace",[14] so he decided to “dismiss her quietly” (Mt 1:19).

In the first dream, an angel helps him resolve his grave dilemma: “Do not be afraid to take Mary as your wife,
for the child conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. She will bear a son, and you are to name him Jesus, for
he will save his people from their sins” (Mt 1:20-21). Joseph’s response was immediate: “When Joseph
awoke from sleep, he did as the angel of the Lord commanded him” (Mt 1:24). Obedience made it possible
for him to surmount his difficulties and spare Mary.

In the second dream, the angel tells Joseph: “Get up, take the child and his mother, and flee to Egypt, and
remain there until | tell you; for Herod is about to search for the child, to destroy him” (Mt 2:13). Joseph did
not hesitate to obey, regardless of the hardship involved: “He got up, took the child and his mother by night,
and went to Egypt, and remained there until the death of Herod” (Mt 2:14-15).

In Egypt, Joseph awaited with patient trust the angel’s notice that he could safely return home. In a third
dream, the angel told him that those who sought to kill the child were dead and ordered him to rise, take the
child and his mother, and return to the land of Israel (cf. Mt 2:19-20). Once again, Joseph promptly obeyed.
“He got up, took the child and his mother, and went to the land of Israel” (Mt 2:21).

During the return journey, “when Joseph heard that Archelaus was ruling over Judea in place of his father
Herod, he was afraid to go there. After being warned in a dream” — now for the fourth time — “he went away
to the district of Galilee. There he made his home in a town called Nazareth” (Mt 2:22-23).

The evangelist Luke, for his part, tells us that Joseph undertook the long and difficult journey from Nazareth
to Bethlehem to be registered in his family’s town of origin in the census of the Emperor Caesar Augustus.
There Jesus was born (cf. Lk 2:7) and his birth, like that of every other child, was recorded in the registry of
the Empire. Saint Luke is especially concerned to tell us that Jesus’ parents observed all the prescriptions of
the Law: the rites of the circumcision of Jesus, the purification of Mary after childbirth, the offering of the
firstborn to God (cf. 2:21-24).[15]

In every situation, Joseph declared his own “fiat”, like those of Mary at the Annunciation and Jesus in the
Garden of Gethsemane.

In his role as the head of a family, Joseph taught Jesus to be obedient to his parents (cf. Lk 2:51), in accord-
ance with God’s command (cf. Ex 20:12).

During the hidden years in Nazareth, Jesus learned at the school of Joseph to do the will of the Father. That
will was to be his daily food (cf. Jn 4:34). Even at the most difficult moment of his life, in Gethsemane, Jesus
chose to do the Father’s will rather than his own,[16] becoming “obedient unto death, even death on a
cross” (Phil 2:8). The author of the Letter to the Hebrews thus concludes that Jesus “learned obedience
through what he suffered” (5:8).

All this makes it clear that “Saint Joseph was called by God to serve the person and mission of Jesus directly
through the exercise of his fatherhood” and that in this way, “he cooperated in the fullness of time in the
great mystery of salvation and is truly a minister of salvation.” [17]

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REFLECTIONS

WHEN SHEEP MAKE SHEPHERDS
“Look around among your own number, brothers, for seven men acknowledged to be deeply spiritual.” —Acts
6:3 “They presented these men to the apostles.” —Acts 6:6

Did you notice that the leaders of the early Church placed the responsibility for finding deacons on the
“community of the disciples”? (Acts 6:2) That’s us! We need to be on the lookout for those who would make
good leaders in the Church.
This was new for the early Christians. Jewish priests and Levites were born into their positions. The apostles
were called and chosen by Jesus Himself. The early Church, however, called the lay people to raise up future
leaders from “among [their] own number” (Acts 6:3).
Our priests and bishops today cannot possibly know each person who may hear a call to religious life and
other forms of leadership in the Church. They depend on each one of us to do our part in building up the
Church. We can do this by:

e asking God to reveal to us those “deeply spiritual and prudent” men and women (Acts 6:3),

e pointing out their gifts to these people,

e encouraging (Heb 10:25) them and praying for them,

e discipling them to be more “spiritual” (Acts 6:3),

e presenting these people to Church leaders by offering to introduce them to vocation directors,

paying for them to go on retreats, etc. and
e making disciples (Mt 28:19) by having as many children as God calls us to have and lovingly raising
them in the faith.
The leaders of the Church depend on you. “Look around” (Acts 6:3).

Go back and re-read the above verse. Then close your eyes for a moment and picture the lifestyle of the ear-
ly Christians. Our ancestors in faith “were of one heart and one mind. None of them ever claimed anything as
his own; rather, everything was held in common” (Acts 4:32). “Nor was there anyone needy among them, for
all who owned property or houses sold them and donated the proceeds. They used to lay them at the feet of
the apostles to be distributed to everyone according to his need” (Acts 4:34-35). We inherited this lifestyle in
faith from the early Christians.

You might say it’s impossible to live such a lifestyle in today’s world. You would be correct. To live like the
early Christians, you’d need to “be begotten from above” (Jn 3:7). You’d have to daily live the “radical new-
ness of the Christian life that comes from Baptism” (Lay Members of Christ’s Faithful People, 10). You would
need to have a moment by moment, unfailing trust in the constant providence of your heavenly Father to
provide everything you need (Mt 6:8, 11). Does this lifestyle of faith resemble yours?

If we listed each of our possessions, we could probably manage to justify to ourselves a reason for owning
each item. However, could we justify our surplus possessions to the poor, who need our help now; or, to the
early Christians; or even to Jesus, Who made Himself poor for our sake?

Prayer: Lord, do | really trust You? Do | truly believe Your promises to provide for me? May | live my Baptism in radical
newness.

CARTA APOSTOLICA PATRIS CORDE DEL SANTO PADRE FRANCISCO
CON MOTIVO DEL 150.° ANIVERSARIO DE LA DECLARACION DE SAN JOSE
COMO PATRONO DE LA IGLESIA UNIVERSAL

Con corazdn de padre: asi José amé a Jesus, llamado en los cuatro Evangelios «el hijo de José»!,

Los dos evangelistas que evidenciaron su figura, Mateo y Lucas, refieren poco, pero lo suficiente para
entender qué tipo de padre fuese y la misidén que la Providencia le confio.

Sabemos que fue un humilde carpintero (cf. Mt 13,55), desposado con Maria (cf. Mt 1,18; Lc 1,27); un
«hombre justo» (Mt 1,19), siempre dispuesto a hacer la voluntad de Dios manifestada en su ley (cf. Lc
2,22.27.39) y a través de los cuatro suefios que tuvo (cf. Mt 1,20; 2,13.19.22). Después de un largo y duro
viaje de Nazaret a Belén, vio nacer al Mesias en un pesebre, porque en otro sitio «no habia lugar para
ellos» (Lc 2,7). Fue testigo de la adoracion de los pastores (cf. Lc 2,8-20) y de los Magos (cf. Mt 2,1-12), que
representaban respectivamente el pueblo de Israel y los pueblos paganos.

Tuvo la valentia de asumir la paternidad legal de Jesus, a quien dio el nombre que le reveld el angel: «Tu le
pondrds por nombre Jesus, porque él salvard a su pueblo de sus pecados» (Mt 1,21). Como se sabe, en los
pueblos antiguos poner un nombre a una persona o a una cosa significaba adquirir la pertenencia, como hizo
Adan en el relato del Génesis (cf. 2,19-20).

En el templo, cuarenta dias después del nacimiento, José, junto a la madre, presenté el Nifio al Sefior y
escucho sorprendido la profecia que Simedn pronuncio sobre Jesls y Maria (cf. Lc 2,22-35). Para proteger a
Jesus de Herodes, permanecié en Egipto como extranjero (cf. Mt 2,13-18). De regreso en su tierra, vivié de
manera oculta en el pequeiio y desconocido pueblo de Nazaret, en Galilea —de donde, se decia: “No sale
ningun profeta” y “no puede salir nada bueno” (cf. Jn 7,52; 1,46)—, lejos de Belén, su ciudad de origen, y de
Jerusalén, donde estaba el templo. Cuando, durante una peregrinacién a Jerusalén, perdieron a JesUs, que
tenia doce afios, él y Maria lo buscaron angustiados y lo encontraron en el templo mientras discutia con los
doctores de la ley (cf. Lc 2,41-50).

Después de Maria, Madre de Dios, ningln santo ocupa tanto espacio en el Magisterio pontificio como José,
su esposo. Mis predecesores han profundizado en el mensaje contenido en los pocos datos transmitidos por
los Evangelios para destacar su papel central en la historia de la salvacion: el beato Pio IX lo declaré «Patrono
de la Iglesia Catdlica»™?, el venerable Pio XII lo presentd como “Patrono de los trabajadores”m y san Juan
Pablo Il como «Custodio del Redentor»™. El pueblo lo invoca como «Patrono de la buena muerte»”,

Por eso, al cumplirse ciento cincuenta afios de que el beato Pio IX, el 8 de diciembre de 1870, lo declarara
como Patrono de la Iglesia Catdlica, quisiera —como dice Jesis— que “la boca hable de aquello de lo que
estd lleno el corazon” (cf. Mt 12,34), para compartir con ustedes algunas reflexiones personales sobre esta
figura extraordinaria, tan cercana a nuestra condicion humana. Este deseo ha crecido durante estos meses de
pandemia, en los que podemos experimentar, en medio de la crisis que nos esta golpeando, que «nuestras
vidas estan tejidas y sostenidas por personas comunes —corrientemente olvidadas— que no aparecen en
portadas de diarios y de revistas, ni en las grandes pasarelas del ultimo show pero, sin lugar a dudas, estan
escribiendo hoy los acontecimientos decisivos de nuestra historia: médicos, enfermeros y enfermeras,
encargados de reponer los productos en los supermercados, limpiadoras, cuidadoras, transportistas, fuerzas
de seguridad, voluntarios, sacerdotes, religiosas y tantos pero tantos otros que comprendieron que nadie se
salva solo. [...] Cuanta gente cada dia demuestra paciencia e infunde esperanza, cuidandose de no sembrar
panico sino corresponsabilidad. Cuantos padres, madres, abuelos y abuelas, docentes (cont.)

muestran a nuestros nifios, con gestos pequefios y cotidianos, como enfrentar y transitar una crisis
readaptando rutinas, levantando miradas e impulsando la oracion. Cuantas personas rezan, ofrecen e
interceden por el bien de todos»™®. Todos pueden encontrar en san José —el hombre que pasa
desapercibido, el hombre de la presencia diaria, discreta y oculta— un intercesor, un apoyo y una guia en
tiempos de dificultad. San José nos recuerda que todos los que estdn aparentemente ocultos o en “segunda
linea” tienen un protagonismo sin igual en la historia de la salvacion. A todos ellos va dirigida una palabra de
reconocimiento y de gratitud.
