YOUR NEW LIFE IN CHRST  When Ezekiel speaks of the opening of graves, he is prefiguring the resuscitation of Lazarus, and the
Resurrection of Jesus crucified. For many of the Jewish people, it seems an absurdity (as St Paul would later describe it) that such a thing could
even possibly be imagined. In the Gospel of John, we are continually reminded that Jesus came not only to fulfill the words of the Old Testament,
but to actually break established paradigms and experience things in an entirely different and profound way. And in today's Gospel passage,
Jesus the “new covenant” speaks the language of a new expectation of faith, as the story of Lazarus personifies “the dying grain of wheat” -- our
own need to recognize human mortality in order to be raised with Christ. As Lent ends and we prepare to enter into Holy Week, Lazarus and the
faith of his sisters serves as excellent reminders of walking our pathway even to Calvary and death... and with this faith we find new life through
Christ who conquers death.  copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

Viernes Santo. El ayuno es opcional en otros dias de la |
cuaresma, especialmente los miércoles y viernes, es sumamente :
recomendable. El ayuno consiste de una sola comida completa '
al dia. Se pueden ingerir otras dos comidas pequenas suficientes |
para mantener las fuerzas, pero juntas no deben ser
equivalentes a una comida completa. No esta permitido comer :
entre las comidas, pero si esta permitido ingerir liquidos. Otras '
formas de "ayunar”, que son muy recomendables, y de autentico |
valor espiritual, consisten en no tomar bebidas alcohdlicas, limitar |
el uso innecesario de la television, la Internet y las diversiones :
sociales. En casos en que peligre la salud o la capacidad de '
trabajo, no se aplican las leyes del ayuno y abstinencia. Los que |
trabajan en los aeropuertos, los viajeros y otras personas ;
que se encuentren a bordo de barcos o aviones estan :
dispensados de las leyes de ayuno y abstinencia mientras dure '
su viaje (excepto el Viernes Santo). Pero en esta situacion, |
conviene que practiquen algun otro acto piadoso. |
