REFLECTIONS

WHAT’S THE SMOKE FOR?

Dear Johan,
We tire of the Christmas tree in our home, but the children tell us we have to keep it up through the
Baptism of the Lord. Is that true?
Gentle reader,
Take consolation in the fact they did not request the tree to stay up through the feast of the Presentation of
the Lord, which falls on February 2, forty days after Christmas. By some calculations this is the end of the
Christmas season.
And yes, despite concerted efforts by the world of commerce to erase all signs of Christmas beginning on
December 26, your children are correct. In the church and hopefully in your home the evergreens continue
to stand and the poinsettias, though often visibly tired, persist.
The two main liturgical celebrations of the church, Christmas and Easter, have a time of preparation,
respectively Advent and Lent, and a time of celebration, respectively Christmastide and Eastertide.
| suspect that the problem with Christmastide is that we do not really take Advent very seriously. As a matter
of fact we often skip the season of Advent altogether and start celebrating Christmas on the First Sunday of
Advent, if not before. It is difficult to take Advent seriously when all of society insists on setting up Christmas
trees, playing Christmas songs, and doling out Christmas wishes as soon as the last leftover turkey sandwich
has been consumed. As a result, people are understandably tired of Christmas by the time Christmas comes
around.
The recovery of a true Christmas season thus presumes the recovery of a true Advent season. But | am afraid
this is almost a lost cause. So please, listen to your children and stand up against the hostile takeover of
Christmas by commerce. Leave up your tree throughout Christmastide. And next year, resist the temptation
to buy your Christmas tree until Christmas, even if your children protest. Instead, decorate your home with a
beautiful Advent wreath and introduce the lighting of the candles, one by one on the successive Sundays of
Advent.

ADVENT WREATHS
Traditionally, Advent wreaths are constructed of a circle of evergreen branches into which four candles are
inserted, representing the four weeks of Advent. Ideally, three candles are purple, and one is rose, but white

candles can also be used.

The purple candles symbolize the prayer, penance, and preparatory sacrifices and goods works undertaken
at this time. The rose candle is lit on the third Sunday, Gaudete Sunday, when the priest also wears rose
vestments at Mass; Gaudete Sunday is the Sunday of rejoicing, because the faithful have arrived at the
midpoint of Advent, when their preparation is now half over, and they are close to Christmas.

The progressive lighting of the candles symbolizes the expectation and hope surrounding our Lord’s first
coming into the world and the anticipation of his second coming to judge the living and the dead. https://

DOING CHRISTMAS | “What are we to do?” —Luke 3:12
“The crowds asked [John the Baptizer], ‘What ought we to do?’ ” (Lk
3:10) Tax collectors asked John: “What are we to do?” (Lk 3:12)
Soldiers likewise asked him: “What are we to do?” (see Lk 3:14) As
we near Christ’s coming, we too ask: “What are we to do?”

The Lord answers our question through the Church. Traditionally,
today is called “Gaudete Sunday.” “Gaudete” is a Latin word
meaning “rejoice.” What we are to do is to “shout for joy” and “sing
joyfully” (Zep 3:14). We are to “rejoice in the Lord always! | say it
again. Rejoice! Everyone should see how unselfish [we] are. The
Lord is near” (Phil 4:4-5).

We are not to rejoice because of our circumstances, which may
even be tragic. We should not be rejoicing so much in our selves or
our pleasures as in the Lord, in fact, our Lord. That is, what we are
to do is to rejoice that we have accepted Him as our Lord. Then we
no longer try to run our lives. We belong to Him (see Gal 2:20). We
rejoice in His salvation (Is 25:9) and in our acceptance of salvation
through repentance (see Lk 15:7, 10) and faith.

What are we to do to meet Christ this Christmas? We are not just to
rejoice but to rejoice in our Lord. If He is not your Lord, choose
Jesus now to be the Lord of your life, including your Christmas.

Prayer: Jesus, my Lord, my Joy, my God, | love You with all my heart
forever.

Promise: “With joy you will draw water at the fountain of
salvation.” —Is 12:3

Praise: “We ourselves announce to you the good news that what
God promised our fathers He has fulfilled for us, their children, in
raising up Jesus” (Acts 13:32-33). Praise God!

@ The “O Antiphons” of Advent

The Roman Church has been singing the “O Antiphons” since at least the eighth century. They are the anti-
phons that accompany the Magnificat canticle of Evening Prayer from December 17-23. They are a mag-
nificent theology that uses ancient biblical imagery drawn from the messianic hopes of the Old Testament
to proclaim the coming Christ as the fulfillment not only of Old Testament hopes but present ones as
well. Their repeated use of the imperative “Come!” embodies the longing of all for the Divine Messiah.

December 17
O Wisdom of our God Most High,
guiding creation with power and love:
come to teach us the path of knowledge!

December 18

come to rescue us with your mighty power!

December 19
O Root of Jesse’s stem,
sign of God’s love for all his people:
come to save us without delay!

December 20
O Key of David,
opening the gates of God’s eternal Kingdom:
come and free the prisoners of darkness!

December 21
O Radiant Dawn,
splendor of eternal light, sun of justice:
come and shine on those who dwell in darkness and in the shadow of death.

December 22
O King of all nations and keystone of the Church:
come and save man, whom you formed from the dust!

December 23
O Emmanuel, our King and Giver of Law:
come to save us, Lord our God!

La Navidad esta “oculta
a los sabios e inteligentes” y revelada a los mas pequefios (Lc 10:21). La Navidad es la exaltacion prometida por el
Sefior a los que se han humillado (Mt 23:12). Por tanto, aprendan de Jesus, que es “paciente y humilde de
corazén” (Mt 11:29). Sigue su ejemplo y humillate, aceptando obedientemente incluso la cruz del sufrimiento (ver Fil
2:8). Ore con Maria: “Yo soy la servidora del Sefior; que se cumpla en mi lo que has dicho” (Lc 1:38). Proclama con
Pablo: “Yo estoy crucificado con Cristo, y ya no vivo yo, sino que Cristo vive en mi” (Gal 2:19-20). Con los sabios y
sabias de todos los tiempos, postraos humildemente ante el Nifio Jesus (Mt 2:11). La Navidad es para los humildes.
Los orgullosos no encajan en la escena del pesebre. Humillate arrepintiéndote, disculpandote, simplificando,
sirviendo, sufriendo, obedeciendo, muriendo para ti mismo y adorando. Esta Navidad, vistase de humildad (1 Pe 5:5).
Oracién: Padre, que mi amor por Jesus despierte en mi un fuerte deseo de ser humilde como El.
Promesa: “El resto de Israel no cometerd injusticias ni hablard falsamente; y no se encontrardn en su boca palabras
engafosas. Ellos pacerdn y descansardn sin que nadie los perturbe” (Sof 3:13).
Alabanza: San Juan de la Cruz y santa Teresa de Avila eran amigos y trabajaron para reformar la Orden Carmelita.
Juan fue encarcelado y murid en un calabozo, pero no antes de escribir hermosas reflexiones sobre la cruz”.

“La gente le preguntaba [Juan el Bautista], “é Qué debemos hacer entonces?” (Lc 3:10) Los recaudadores de impuestos
le preguntaron a Juan: “éQué debemos hacer?” (Lc 3:12) Los soldados también le preguntaron: “éQué debemos
hacer?” (ver Lc 3:14) Al acercarnos a la venida de Cristo, también nos preguntamos: "¢ Qué vamos a hacer?"

El Sefior responde a nuestra pregunta por medio de la Iglesia. Tradicionalmente, hoy se llama "Domingo de Gaudete”.
“Gaudete" es una palabra latina que significa "regocijarse". Lo que debemos hacer es "gritar de alegria" y "cantar con
alegria" (Sof 3:14). “Alégrense siempre en el Sefior. Vuelvo a insistir, alégrense. Que la bondad de ustedes sea conocida
por todos los hombres. El Sefior esta cerca” (Fil 4:4-5).

No debemos regocijarnos por nuestras circunstancias, que incluso pueden ser tragicas. No debemos regocijarnos
tanto en nosotros mismos o en nuestros placeres como en el Sefior, de hecho, nuestro Sefior. Es decir, lo que debemos
hacer es regocijarnos de que lo hemos aceptado como nuestro Sefior. Entonces ya no tratamos de manejar nuestras
vidas. Le pertenecemos (ver Gal 2:20). Nos regocijamos en Su salvacion (Is 25:9) y en nuestra aceptacion de la salvaciéon
por el arrepentimiento (ver Lc 15:7, 10) y la fe.

¢Qué vamos a hacer para conocer a Cristo esta Navidad? No solo debemos regocijarnos, sino regocijarnos en nuestro
Sefior. Sino es tu Sefior, elige a Jesus ahora para ser el Sefior de tu vida, incluso tu Navidad.

Oracion: Jesus, mi Sefior, mi Alegria, mi Dios, te amo con todo mi corazdn para siempre.

Promesa: “Ustedes sacardn agua con alegria de las fuentes de la salvacion” (Is 12:3).

Alabanza: “Y nosotros les anunciamos a ustedes esta Buena Noticia: la promesa que Dios hizo a nuestros padres fue
cumplida por El en favor de sus hijos, que somos nosotros, resucitando a Jesus” (Hch 13:32-33). jAlabado sea Dios!

Es evidente por su respuesta a JesUs que los principales sacerdotes no estaban interesados en la verdad de Dios.
Incluso Balaam, un vidente mercenario pagano, estaba interesado en lo que Dios dijo (Nim 24:13). Los principales
sacerdotes no hablaron en nombre de Dios (Mt 21:27).

Dios hizo que Balaam dijera una palabra de bendicidon, aunque a Balaam se le pagd por pronunciar maldiciones (NUm
23:25-26). Dios uso a Balaam para el bien de Su plan. Al final, los principales sacerdotes que no respondieron a Jesus
trabajaron inconscientemente para promover el plan de Dios (Mt 21:28-32).

Dios puede obrar por medio de nosotros o a pesar de nosotros. Abandonémonos a la voluntad de Dios para que El
trabaje poderosamente mediante nosotros en lugar de trabajar poderosamente a pesar de nosotros. Entonces, a
diferencia de los sumos sacerdotes, que hablaban solo lo politicamente conveniente en lugar de lo que tenian en el
corazon, digamos "Si" cuando queremos decir "Si" y "No" cuando queremos decir "No" (Mt 5:37; ver Stg 5:12).

Haz de Jesus el Sefior de tu palabra, tu mente y tu corazén (ver Lc 10:27). Entonces habla la verdad con amor (Ef 4:15).
