FAQS ABOUT EASTER

Why is Easter Celebrated?
Easter is the most important liturgical time for Catholics. It celebrates Jesus's victory of sin and death and salvation for
mankind. It is God's greatest act of love to redeem mankind.
How are the dates for Easter, Palm Sunday, and Ash Wednesday determined?
Easter is celebrated on the first Sunday after the Paschal full moon, which is the first full moon occurring either on or
after the spring equinox (March 21). As a result, Easter will always fall between March 22 and April 25. To get the date
for Palm Sunday, we go back one full week since it's the Sunday before Easter Sunday. To find the date for Ash
Wednesday, we go back six weeks which leads to the First Sunday of Lent and four days before that is Ash Wendesday.
Are there specific Easter Prayers?
Yes, during each Mass during the Easter Octave (the eight days following Easter Sunday) the Alleluia is sung at the
conclusion of each Mass. There are other specified Easter prayers for the Mass and liturgical celebrations that can be
found in the Roman Missal.
Is Easter always celebrated on a Sunday?
Yes, Easter is always celebrated on a Sunday since Jesus rose from the dead on the first Sunday following the Jewish
feast of Passover.

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WHAT IS EASTER? | APRIL 17,2022 - JUNE 5, 2022

The word "Easter" comes from Old English, meaning simply the "East." The sun which rises in the East,
bringing light, warmth, and hope, is a symbol for the Christian of the rising Christ, who is the true Light of the
world. The Paschal Candle used during the Easter Vigil is a central symbol of this divine light, which is Christ.
It is kept near the ambo throughout Easter Time and lit for all liturgical celebrations.

The Easter Vigil is the "Mother of All Vigils" and Easter Sunday is the greatest of all Sundays. The season
of Easter is the most important of all liturgical times, which Catholics celebrate as the Lord's resurrection
from the dead, culminating in his Ascension to the Father and sending of the Holy Spirit upon the Church.
The octave of Easter comprises the eight days which stretch from the first to the second Sunday. It is a way
of prolonging the joy of the initial day. There are 50 days of Easter from the first Sunday to Pentecost. It is
characterized, above all, by the joy of glorified life and the victory over death expressed most fully in the
great resounding cry of the Christian: Alleluia! All faith flows from faith in the resurrection: "If Christ has not
been raised, then empty is our preaching; empty, too, is your faith." (1 Cor 15:14)

"What you sow is not brought to life unless it dies. And what you sow is not the body that is to be, but a
bare kernel of wheat, perhaps, or of some other kind;...So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown
corruptible; it is raised incorruptible. It is sown dishonorable; it is raised glorious. It is sown weak; it is raised
powerful. It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a natural body, there is also a
spiritual one. So, too, it is written, "The first man, Adam, became a living being," the last Adam a life-giving
spirit. But the spiritual was not first; rather the natural and then the spiritual. The first man was from the
earth, earthly; the second man, from heaven. As was the earthly one, so also are the earthly, and as is the
heavenly one, so also are the heavenly. Just as we have borne the image of the earthly one, we shall also

bear the image of the heavenly one." (1 Cor 15:36-37, 42-49)

Divine Mercy Sunday

Mankind’s need for the message of Divine Mercy took on dire urgency in the twentieth century, when
civilization began to experience an “eclipse of the sense of God,” and therefore, to lose the understanding of
the sanctity and inherent dignity of human life. In 1931, Jesus appeared to Sr. Faustina in Poland and
expressed his desire for a feast celebrating his mercy. The Feast of Mercy was to be on the Sunday after
Easter and was to include a public blessing and liturgical veneration of His image with the inscription “Jesus, |
trust in You.”

This promise of mercy has been affirmed by the Church, which has made Divine Mercy Sunday an
occasion for receiving a plenary indulgence, “the remission before God of the temporal punishment due to
sin whose guilt has already been forgiven” (CCC, no. 1471). The plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful
under the usual conditions (Confession, Eucharist, prayer for the intentions of the pope, and complete
detachment from sin, even venial sin). The faithful may either take part in the prayers and devotions held in
honor of Divine Mercy in any church or chapel or recite the Our Father and Creed in the presence of the
Blessed Sacrament exposed or reserved in the tabernacle, adding a devout prayer to the merciful Lord Jesus.

There are many aspects of the Divine Mercy devotion, including the Chaplet, the Divine Mercy image,
and the “hour of great mercy” (3:00 p.m.). The popularity of these devotions, focused on the Lord’s infinite
mercy, has grown rapidly in recent decades. Regarding the Chaplet of Divine Mercy, St. Faustina wrote that
Jesus said to her, “At the hour of their death, | defend as My own glory every soul that will say this chaplet;

or when others say it for a dying person “ (Divine Mercy in My Soul, no. 811).

LA PASCUA

La Vigilia Pascual es "la Madre de todas las vigilias". El domingo de Pascua, por tanto, es el mayor de todos los domingos, y el
Tiempo Pascual es el mas importante de todos los tiempos liturgicos. Pascua es la celebracidn de la resurreccion del Sefior de entre
los muertos, y culmina en la Ascension al padre y en envio del Espiritu Santo sobre la Iglesia. Hay 50 dias de Pascua desde el primer
domingo a Pentecostés. Se caracteriza, sobre todo, por la alegria de la vida glorificada y la victoria sobre la muerte, expresada mas
plenamente en la gran resonante aclamacion del cristiano: jAleluya! Toda la fe fluye de la resurreccién: "Si Cristo no ha resucitado,
vana es nuestra predicacion; vana, también es nuestra fe". (1 Cor 15:14).

"Lo que se siembra no tiene fruto a no ser que muera. Y lo que siembran no es el cuerpo que va a producirse, sino una semilla de
trigo, quiza, o de alguna otra cosa... Asi es también en la resurreccidn de los muertos. Se siembra corruptible; pero brota
incorruptible. Se siembra sin honor, pero brota glorioso. Se siembra débil, pero brota poderoso. Se siembra en un cuerpo fisico;
pero se levanta en un cuerpo espiritual. Si existe un cuerpo natural, también hay uno espiritual. Asi, también, se escribe: "El primer
hombre, Addan, se convirtié en un ser vivo," el Ultimo Adan en un espiritu dador de vida. Pero el espiritual no fue el primero; mas
bien el natural y luego el espiritual. El primer hombre nacidn de la tierra; el segundo hombre, del cielo. Como hubo uno terrenal,
también son todos los terrenales, y como es el celestial, también todos los celestials. Asi como hemos llevado en nosotros la
imagen del terrenal, también llevaremos la imagen del celestial" (1 Cor 15: 36-37, 42-49).

La octava de Pascua comprende los ocho dias que van desde el primero al segundo domingo. Es un modo de prolongar la alegria
del dia inicial. En cierto sentido, cada dia de la octava es como un pequefio domingo.

La palabra Pascua viene del paso del Sefior, la Pascua judia que conmemora la noche anterior al paso liberador de los judios por el
mar Rojo, de la esclavitud a la libertad, de la muerte a la vida, de la tiniebla a la luz. El cirio pascual es un simbolo central de esta
luz divina, que es Cristo. Se coloca cerca del ambdn durante el Tiempo Pascual y se enciende en todas las celebraciones liturgicas.

VIDA RESUCITADA EN JESUS | “Ya que ustedes han resucitado con Cristo, busquen los bienes del cielo don-
de Cristo estd sentado a la derecha de Dios. Tengan el pensamiento puesto en las cosas celestiales y no en las
de la tierra” (Colosenses 3:1~2).

iAleluya! jJesus ha resucitado! jSu tumba estd vacia! “La muerte ya no tiene poder sobre El” (Rom 6:9).
jAleluya!

Puesto que hemos sido bautizados en Cristo, hemos muerto con El (Rom 6:3). “Porque si nos hemos identi-
ficado con Cristo por una muerte semejante a la suya, también nos identificaremos con El en la resurrec-
ciéon” (Rom 6:5). Ese mismo dia “fuimos resucitados” junto a Jesus para compartir Su gloriosa, celestial y res-
taurada vida (Col 3:1).

Pero si encontramos nuestra alegria simplemente al
volver a la vida anterior que viviamos antes de la Cuaresma, simplemente habremos desaprovechado la Pas-
cua.

ilesUs es la razén de la temporada! jEl ha resucitado! Estamos invitados a una vida resucitada con El, tan
nueva, poderosa y emocionante que no podemos celebrarla lo suficiente con la "vieja levadura". Es decir,
nuestras viejas alegrias y nuestro viejo estilo de vida (1 Co 5:7). “Tengan el pensamiento puesto en las cosas
celestiales y no en las de la tierra” (Col 3:2). Celebremos la Pascua de los cincuenta dias sumergiéndonos en
la Palabra de Dios, que es mas dulce que los dulces mas sabrosos (Sal 119:103), y en la Eucaristia, el “pan de
la purezay la verdad” (1 Co 5:8).

Ponte en el lugar de san Pedro. Estas de pie ante varios miles de personas, muchas de las cuales piensan que estas
borracho. Esta es tu oportunidad de testificar acerca del Cristo Resucitado. ¢ Qué vas a decir? ¢ Proclamaras que Jesus
Resucitado se te aparecié personalmente el dia de la resurreccién? (Lc 24:34.) ¢ Predicaras sobre la aparicién nocturna
de Jesus o aquella ocasion una semana después cuando Tomas toco Sus heridas? (Jn 20:19-29) ¢ Testificaras sobre el
momento en que Cristo Resucitado te dijo cdmo pescar ciento cincuenta y tres peces, o cuando ascendié al cielo?

Estos salmos ardian en el corazén de Pe-
dro como profecia del Cristo Resucitado (Lc 24:32). Cuando Pedro compartié esto, la multitud se conmovié profunda-
mente. Ya no pensaban que Pedro estaba borracho, alrededor de tres mil personas pidieron ser bautizadas ese dia
(Hch 2:41).

La Palabra de Dios nos introduce en la vida resucitada. La Palabra debe cobrar vida antes de que creamos profunda-
mente que Jesus estd vivo. Cuando la Palabra de Dios casi salta de la pagina, sabemos que la tumba esta vacia y El esta
vivo.

"Porque la palabra de Dios es viva y eficaz" (Heb 4:12). Sus palabras son “Espiritu y Vida” (Jn 6:63).

Oracion: Jesus, que Tu Palabra arda en mi corazon durante esta semana de Pascua (Lc 24:32).
