COMO CAMBIAR A LOS ESPOSOS Y AL MUNDO
“Sométanse los unos a los otros, por consideracion a Cristo” (Efesios 5:21).

Todos queremos cambiar a las personas. Todos necesitamos cambiar a las personas antes de que nos vuelvan locos. No
todos queremos que la gente intente cambiarnos. ¢Ves el dilema?

¢Como puede la gente cambiar sin que nosotros la hagamos cambiar? El Sefior nos manda ser sumisos los unos a los
otros. Mediante la sumision, las esposas preparan el escenario para que el Seior cambie a sus esposos, y estas esposas no
tienen que intentar hacerlo ellas mismas (que es intentar lo imposible) (Ef 5:22, 24). Ademas, la sumision es la forma en
que el Senor cambia a toda persona, no solo a los maridos. Si hacemos lo que otras personas quieren, si les obedecemos y
les servimos siempre que no contradigan al Sefior, nos encontraremos haciendo muchas cosas inttiles.
