QUESTIONS OF THE WEEK | FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT

Theme: Waiting, hoping, and preparing.

Breaking Open the Word: Suggested text for faith sharing: Today’s 1st Reading from Isaiah

Step One: Listen to the Word: As you hear this reading, what words or phrases strike you? What in this reading
touches your heart? What image from Isaiah lingers in your memory?

Step Two: Look into Your Life: QUESTION FOR CHILDREN: What can you do to be ready for God to come into your
heart and your life? QUESTION FOR YOUTH: The Gospel tells us we don’t know when the Son of Man will return. If he
were to arrive today, would you be ready for him? What is one thing you can do during Advent to prepare for his
coming? QUESTION FOR ADULTS: As you prepare to re-welcome Christ into your heart while you prepare for
Christmas, what does Isaiah call you to do? What does Isaiah call us as a people to do?

WAITING WITH PATIENCE

How do we wait for God? We wait with patience. But patience does not mean passivity. Waiting patiently is not like
waiting for the bus to come, the rain to stop, or the sun to rise. It is an active waiting in which we live the present
moment to the full in order to find there the signs of the One we are waiting for.

The word patience comes from the Latin verb patior which means "to suffer." Waiting patiently is suffering through the
present moment, tasting it to the full, and letting the seeds that are sown in the ground on which we stand grow into
strong plants. Waiting patiently always means paying attention to what is happening right before our eyes and seeing
there the first rays of God's glorious coming. Henri Nouwen Society

ABOUT ADVENT WREATHS
Traditionally, Advent wreaths are constructed of a circle of evergreen branches into which four candles are inserted, representing
the four weeks of Advent. Ideally, three candles are purple and one is rose, but white candles can also be used.

The purple candles in particular symbolize the prayer, penance, and preparatory sacrifices and goods works undertaken at this
time. The rose candle is lit on the third Sunday, Gaudete Sunday, when the priest also wears rose vestments at Mass; Gaudete
Sunday is the Sunday of rejoicing, because the faithful have arrived at the midpoint of Advent, when their preparation is now
half over and they are close to Christmas.

The progressive lighting of the candles symbolizes the expectation and hope surrounding our Lord’s first coming into the world and
the anticipation of his second coming to judge the living and the dead.

"MARY" ADVENT AND CHRISTMAS
"Let us live honorably as in daylight; not in carousing and drunkenness, not in sexual excess and lust, not in
quarreling and jealousy." —Romans 13:13

Happy new Church year! Happy Advent! Today, we begin to prepare for Christ's Christmas coming. We believe that Christmas is
not just a memory but a reality. We believe that Jesus comes to us and is born in our lives in a real way each Christmas. Since
Christmas is a spiritual birth, Advent is a spiritual pregnancy. Since Christmas is realizing not any birth, but Christ's birth, Advent is
not just a spiritual pregnancy, but a Marian pregnancy.
We know only three things about Mary's pregnancy. At its beginning, Mary traveled to visit her relative Elizabeth. This was a
difficult visit because of her physical suffering as a newly pregnant woman hastening on foot into the hill country (Lk 1:39) and also
because of the risk she took. If Elizabeth would have considered Mary an adulteress, Mary could have been killed. Nevertheless,
Mary went on this difficult visit, and Elizabeth and her baby, John, were filled with the Holy Spirit (Lk 1:41).
At the end of her pregnancy, Mary endured another difficult journey. In submission to the Roman government, she went to
Bethlehem with Joseph to register in the census (Lk 2:4-5). Mary again underwent what her Son would later call the "cross."
Finally, just before Mary gave birth, she was refused a place to stay and had to give birth in a stable (see Lk 2:7).
To have a real Christmas and not a spiritual miscarriage, we must take up at least the three crosses which Mary bore — the crosses
of self-sacrifice, submission, and forgiveness. "Mary" Christmas is for those who have a "Mary" Advent.
Prayer: Father, may | "put on the Lord Jesus Christ and make no provision for the desires of the flesh" (Rm 13:14).

2:2-3

Lectio Divina for the
First Week of Advent

We begin our prayer:

In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit. Amen.

Stir up your power, we pray, O Lord, and
come,

that with you to protect us,

we may find rescue from the pressing dan-
gers of our sins,

and with you to set us free,

we may be found worthy of salvation.

Who live and reign with God the Father
in the unity of the Holy Spirit,

one God, for ever and ever.

Amen.

(Collect for Friday of the First Week
of Advent)

Reading (Lectio)
Read the following Scripture two or three times.
Matthew 24:37-44

Jesus said to his disciples: “As it was in the
days of Noah, so it will be at the coming
of the Son of Man. In those days before
the flood, they were eating and drinking,
marrying and giving in marriage, up to the
day that Noah entered the ark. They did
not know until the flood came and car-
ried them all away. So will it be also at the
coming of the Son of Man. Two men will
be out in the field; one will be taken, and

one will be left. Two women will be grind-
ing at the mill; one will be taken, and one
will be left. Therefore, stay awake! For you
do not know on which day your Lord will
come. Be sure of this: if the master of the
house had known the hour of night when
the thief was coming, he would have stayed
awake and not let his house be broken into.
So too, you also must be prepared, for at
an hour you do not expect, the Son of Man
will come.”

Meditation (Meditatio)

After the reading, take some time to reflect in silence on
one or more of the following questions:

« What word or words in this passage caught
your attention?

o What in this passage comforted you?

o What in this passage challenged you?

If practicing lectio divina as a family or in a group,
after the reflection time, invite the participants to share
their responses.

Contemplation (Contemplatio)

Read the scripture passage again, followed by
this reflection:

How does this passage connect with the experience of
your daily life?

In those days before the flood, they were eating and
drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, up to the




day that Noah entered the ark. How do my daily activ-
ities reflect my call to Christian discipleship? Do I fol-
low Christ willingly and wholeheartedly? In what ways
do I delay taking the steps I need to take to become a
missionary disciple?

Therefore, stay awake! What aspects of my life allowed
me to be lulled into indifference or laziness? What
steps can I take this week to be more attentive to the
needs of others and more faithful to God’s call?

So too, you also must be prepared, for at an hour you
do not expect, the Son of Man will come. How am

I preparing for the coming of the Lord—both at
Christmas and at the end of time? How can I prepare
myself to be a missionary disciple who helps others
encounter Christ?

Prayer (Oratio)

Read the scripture passage one more time. Bring to the
Lord the praise, petition, or thanksgiving that the Word
inspires in you.

After all have had a chance to make their prayer, all
recite the Lord’s Prayer and the following:

Closing Prayer:

“Behold our God, to whom we looked to
save us!
This is the LorDp for whom we looked;

iFeliz afo nuevo de la Iglesia! iFeliz Adviento! Hoy, empezamos
a preparar la venida de Cristo en Navidad. Creemos que Navidad
no es solo un recuerdo, sino una realidad. Creemos que Jesus
viene hacia nosotros y nace en nuestras vidas de un modo real
en cada Navidad. Puesto que Navidad es un nacimiento
espiritual, el Adviento es un embarazo espiritual. Ya que en
Navidad tiene lugar no cualquier nacimiento, sino el nacimiento
de Cristo, el Adviento es no solo un embarazo espiritual, sino un
embarazo Mariano.
Solo sabemos tres cosas sobre el embarazo de Maria. Al
principio, Maria fue a visitar a su prima Isabel. Fue una visita
dificil debido a su sufrimiento fisico por ser una mujer recién
embarazada caminando por una regién montafiosa (Lc 1, 39) y
también por el riesgo que corrid. Si Isabel hubiera pensado que
Maria era una addltera, ella pudo haber muerto. No obstante,
Maria fue a visitar a Isabel y a su bebé, Juan, y fueron llenos del
Espiritu Santo (Lc 1, 41).
Al final de su embarazo, Maria soporté otra jornada dificil. Para
obedecer al gobierno romano, ella viajé a Belén con José para
registrarse en el censo (Lc 2, 4-5). Nuevamente, Maria se
sometid a lo que su Hijo mas tarde llamaria la "cruz".
Finalmente, justo antes de que Maria diera a luz, le fue negado
un lugar para alojarse y tuvo que dar a luz en un establo (ver Lc
2,7).
Para tener una Navidad real y no un aborto espontaneo
espiritual, debemos tomar al menos las tres cruces que Maria
tomé — las cruces del auto sacrificio, sumision y el perdén. Una
feliz Navidad es para aquellos que tienen un feliz Adviento.

ACERCA DE LA CORONA DE ADVIENTO
Tradicionalmente, las coronas de Adviento se construyen de un
circulo de ramas de hoja perenne en la que se insertan cuatro
velas, que representan las cuatro semanas de Adviento.
Idealmente, tres velas son de color purpura y una es rosa, pero
velas blancas también se pueden utilizar.

Las velas de color purpura en particular, simbolizan la oracion,
penitencia y sacrificios y obras preparatorias de mercancias
llevadas a cabo en este momento. La vela rosa se enciende en el
tercer domingo de Gaudete domingo, cuando el cura también
lleva las vestiduras de rosa en la misa; Gaudete domingo es el
domingo de regocijo, porque los fieles han llegado al punto
medio de Adviento, cuando su preparacién es ahora la mitad
unay que estan cerca de la Navidad.

La iluminacion progresiva de las velas simboliza la expectativa y
la esperanza de nuestro Sefior rodea primera entrada en el
mundo y la anticipacién de su segunda venida a juzgar a los
vivos y los muertos.
