REFLECTIONS

MUSICAL CHAIRS AT 12,000 FEET
“To the elders among you 1, a fellow elder, a witness of Christ’s sufferings and sharer in the glory that is to be re-
vealed, make this appeal.” —1 Peter 5:1

A chair is a symbol of authority. That's why we call the head of a meeting the chairperson and why the Church has
named this special day “The Chair of St. Peter.” Catholics believe Peter and his successors are called by the Spirit to
chair the meeting of God’s people (Mt 16:18). We also believe that, if we do things God’s way, according to His order,
we will see the glory and the power of God. If we listen to Peter’s successor, the Pope, and let him lead us, we will
attack the gates of hell and the devil’s strongholds will not prevail against us (Mt 16:18).

When we are under authority through our obedience to God’s instrument, the Pope, we are in authority. Then whatev-
er the Church shall “declare bound on earth shall be bound in heaven”; whatever the Church shall “declare loosed on
earth shall be loosed in heaven” (Mt 16:19).

It's a matter of sitting in the right chair. For example, when the pilot, co-pilot, navigator, flight attendants, and passen-
gers are sitting in the right chairs, the airplane will fly effectively and safely. However, if everyone played musical
chairs, the plane would crash. Let’s keep our seat belts fastened and stay in our chairs. Let’s joyfully submit to the au-
thority of the Pope.

Prayer: Father, thank You for giving me parents, pastors, and popes. Thank You for sending leaders into my life. May |
listen to You in them.

Promise: “When the chief Shepherd appears you will win for yourselves the unfading crown of glory.” —1 Pt 5:4
Praise: St. Peter demonstrated his leadership at Pentecost (Acts 2:14ff) and the Council of Jerusalem (Acts 15:7ff). To-
day, the Pope ensures unity as he leads from the Chair of St. Peter.

THE ULTIMATE PRAYER BOOK

“This is how you are to pray.” —Matthew 6:9
When we pray the “Our Father,” we are praying part of the Bible (Mt 6:9-13). Consider extending this and make praying
the Bible one of your principal Lenten practices. Pray it word for word as far as possible. Just change the words slightly
to put them in the form of a prayer. For example, you can pray the end of today’s first reading: “Father, may Your word
that goes forth from Your mouth not return to You void but do Your will, achieving the end for which You sent it” (see Is
55:11). Also, try to personalize the prayer. For example, in the above prayer, you may pray: “Father, may Your word to
me concerning repentance from unforgiveness not return to You void.”
Sometimes you may not pray the Bible word for word, but it will inspire you to pray for intentions and pray in ways you
would have never thought of otherwise. Furthermore, when you pray the Bible, you will be challenged to repent. God’s
ways are often not our ways (Is 55:8). We will have to deny ourselves, not do our will, and do God’s will to pray the Bible.
Finally, when we pray the Bible, we will see our prayers answered, for we will not be praying in our name but in Jesus’
name (Jn 14:14). Pray the Bible.
Prayer: Father, this Lent, may the Bible become my prayer book.
Promise: “The Lord is close to the brokenhearted,; and those who are crushed in spirit He saves.” —Ps 34:19
Praise: St. Polycarp was instructed directly by the Apostle John. Polycarp, in turn, instructed St. Irenaeus of Lyon. Lord,
thank You for our apostolic faith!

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REFLECTIONS

“I CAN NEVER BE ALONE” (JN 16:32)
“Help me, who am alone and have no one but You, O Lord.” —Esther C:25

Queen Esther was about to risk her life to plead before the king on behalf of her people, the Jews. Alone inside
the palace, she had no one to turn to for support. In her anguish, she prayed fervently: “Help me, who am
alone and have no help but You...Help me, who am alone and have no one but You, O Lord” (Est C:14, 25). Es-
ther knew God was with her in her loneliness.

A few hours before Jesus was arrested, He told His disciples that they would completely abandon Him,
“leaving Me quite alone” (Jn 16:32). Then He declared to them: “Yet | can never be alone; the Father is with
Me” (Jn 16:32).

Paul was arrested for preaching the faith. He tells us: “At the first hearing of my case in court, no one took my
part. In fact, everyone abandoned me...But the Lord stood by my side and gave me strength” (2 Tm 4:16, 17).
Paul knew God was with Him.

God said: “It is not good for the man to be alone” (Gn 2:18). God’s plan is for His disciples to operate in pairs
(Lk 10:1) or in Christian community. However, there may come “a time” in our lives when we are not only “far
from” the fellowship of others (Eccl 3:5), but totally without human support and consolation. In those times
particularly, we must know beyond a doubt that Jesus is Emmanuel, God-with-us (Mt 1:23). We are never
alone. Jesus assures us: “Know that | am with you always” (Mt 28:20).

Prayer: Father, teach me to constantly rest in Your presence.

Promise: “Ask, and you will receive. Seek, and you will find. Knock, and it will be opened to you.” —Mt 7:7

Praise: Bed-ridden Martha prays many rosaries a day for her family members, living and dead.

PECULIAR PEOPLE
“Today the Lord is making this agreement with you.” —Deuteronomy 26:18

The Lord promises to “raise you high in praise and renown and glory above all other nations” (Dt 26:19). All
you have to do is “be a people peculiarly His own” (Dt 26:18). In other words, you must belong and relate to
the Lord not like other people but in a special way. You belong to Him not just because you were created by
Him but because you are committed to Him. You are perfected as He is perfect (Mt 5:48), and holy as He is
holy (1 Pt 1:16). You have the same relation to the world as He does (1 Jn 4:17).

Because you have the heart and mind of Christ (1 Cor 2:16), you act and react as He does. You belong to the
Lord in such a way that you are His body (1 Cor 12:13). You choose poverty, persecution, and the cross, as He
did (2 Cor 8:9; Mt 5:3, 10).

Finally, what definitively proves you have a unique relationship with the Father is your love for enemies (Mt
5:44). Only the Father would create, feed, heal, bless, and be merciful even to those He knew would merciless-
ly destroy His Son. “His sun rises on the bad and the good, He rains on the just and the unjust” (Mt 5:45). Lov-
ing enemies is the most unmistakable indication of being “a people peculiarly His own.”

Prayer: Father, You gave everything for me, even Your Son, when | had given nothing for You (see Rm 5:8).
Thank You for Your unconditional love.

Promise: “Happy are they whose way is blameless, who walk in the law of the Lord.” —Ps 119:1

Praise: Pete’s co-workers think him strange for his faith, but they quietly come to him when in trouble.

PASEO POR LAS AGUAS
“Unos pocos ~-ocho en total- se salvaron a través del agua. Todo esto es figura del bautismo, por el que ahora ustedes
son salvados” (1 Pedro 3:20-21).
Domingo, 21 de febrero de 2021/Primer domingo de Cuaresma
Génesis 9:8-15; Salmo 25:4-9; 1 Pedro 3:18-22; Marcos 1:12-15

Después del diluvio, Dios prometié a Noé: “Ya no volveran a ser exterminados por las aguas del diluvio” (Gn 9:11).
De hecho, Dios decide no destruirnos con el agua, sino salvarnos por medio de ella. “Por el que ahora ustedes son
salvados” (1 Pe 3:21).

Durante la Cuaresma, miles de catecimenos se estan preparando para una nueva vida en Cristo por medio de las
aguas del Bautismo (ver Rom 6:4). Nosotros, que ya hemos sido bautizamos y perdonados desde arriba mediante
nuestra fe en Jesus, caminamos con los que pronto van a ser bautizados. Esta Cuaresma el caminar por las aguas vivas
nos ofrece la oportunidad de renovar nuestras promesas bautismales en Jesus nuestro Sefior. Millones tomaremos
esta oportunidad el domingo de Pascua en las misas que se celebraran en todo el mundo.

La silla es simbolo de autoridad. A la cabeza le Ilamamos director y la Iglesia ha llamado este dia especial la “Catedra
de san Pedro”. Nosotros creemos que Pedro y sus sucesores son llamados por el Espiritu para guiar al Pueblo de Dios
(Mt 16:18). También creemos que, si hacemos las cosas de acuerdo a la voluntad de Dios, veremos Su gloria y poder.
Ademas, si escuchamos al sucesor de Pedro y lo dejamos que nos guie, el poder de la muerte no prevalecerd sobre
nosotros (Mt 16:18).

Cuando nosotros ponemos nuestra obediencia en el santo Padre como instrumento de Dios podemos declarar junto
con la Iglesia “todo lo que desates en la tierra, quedara desatado en el cielo” (Mt 16:19).

Se trata de sentarse en la silla correcta. Por ejemplo, cuando el piloto, copiloto, sobrecargos y pasajeros de un avién
estdn sentados en la silla correcta se llega al destino de una manera segura. Si se jugara a las sillas musicales en el
avion, se estrellaria. Asi que hay que permanecer en la silla con el cinturén de seguridad. La invitacidén es a dejarnos
guiar alegremente por la autoridad del Papa.

Oracién: Padre, gracias por darme padres, pastores y Papas. Gracias por enviar lideres a mi vida. Que pueda escucharte
en ellos.

Promesa: “Y cuando llegue el Jefe de los pastores, recibirdn la corona imperecedera de gloria” (1 Pe 5:4).

Alabanza: San Pedro demostrd su liderazgo en Pentecostés (Hch 2:14ss) y el Concilio de Jerusalén (Hch 15:7ss). Hoy, el
Papa asegura la unidad dirigiéndonos desde la “Catedra de san Pedro”.

REFLEXIONES
EL LIBRO DE ORACIONES DEFINITIVO | “Ustedes oren de esta manera” (Mateo 6:9).
Martes, 23 de febrero de 2021; San Policarpo | Isaias 55:10-11; Salmos 34:4-7, 16-19; Mateo 6:7-15

Considere extender esto y hacer de la oracidn la Biblia una de sus principales practicas de Cuaresma. Reza palabra
por palabra en la medida de lo posible. Simplemente cambie las palabras ligeramente para ponerlas en forma de
oracion. Por ejemplo, puedes orar al final de la primera lectura de hoy: "Padre, que Tu palabra que sale de Tu boca no
regrese a Ti vacia, sino que haga Tu voluntad, logrando el fin por el cual la enviaste" (ver Is 55:11) Ademas, trata de
personalizar la oracidn. Por ejemplo, en la oracién anterior, puedes orar: "Padre, que Tu palabra para mi sobre el
arrepentimiento de la falta de perdén no vuelva a Ti vacia".

A veces no puedes rezar la Biblia palabra por palabra, pero te inspirara a rezar por intenciones y rezar de formas que
a las que nunca hubieras pensado de otra manera. Ademas, cuando rezas la Biblia, seras retado a arrepentirte. Los
caminos de Dios a menudo no son nuestros caminos (Is 55:8). Tendremos que negarnos a nosotros mismos, no hacer
nuestra voluntad, y hacer la voluntad de Dios para orar la Biblia. Finalmente, cuando oramos la Biblia, veremos
nuestras oraciones respondidas, porque no estaremos orando en nuestro nombre sino en el nombre de Jesus (Jn
14:14). Reza la Biblia.

Oracion: Padre, que, en esta Cuaresma, la Biblia se convierta en mi libro de oraciones.
Promesa: “El Sefior estd cerca del que sufre y salva a los que estdn abatidos” (Sal 34:19).
Alabanza: San Policarpo fue instruido directamente por el apdstol Juan. Policarpo, a su vez, instruyé a san Ireneo de

Lyon. jSefior, gracias por nuestra fe apostdlica!

Cuando el Sefor llamé a Jonas para predicar el arrepentimiento a los ninivitas, Jonas desobedecid y escapd a Tarsis.
Después de pasar tres dias en el vientre de una ballena, Jonds reconsiderd y fue a Ninive. El obedecié a Dios, pero de
acuerdo con la letra de la ley, no su espiritu (ver 2 Co 3:6). Su corazdn no estaba en eso. No queria que los ninivitas se
arrepintieran y fueran salvados.

A veces obedecemos a Dios cuando nuestros corazones no estan en El. Algunos no cometen adulterio solo porque
temen las consecuencias o no tienen la oportunidad. Estan obedeciendo la letra de la ley, pero no su espiritu. La
Palabra de Dios dice: "Como un castrado que ansia desflorar una doncella, asi es el que quiere hacer justicia por la
fuerza" (Eclo 20:4).

Mucha gente va a Misa los domingos solo porque es su "obligacién dominical". Esto es bueno, pero el Sefior nos
llama a una relacién personal profunda con EIl. Muchas empresas evitan expresar racismo porque no quieren ser
llevadas a los tribunales o recibir mala publicidad, mientras que los CEO de estas empresas siguen siendo
discriminados.

T.S. Eliot dijo: "La mayor traicidn es hacer lo correcto por la razén equivocada" (Asesinato en la Catedral). Obedece
tanto la letra como el espiritu de la ley.

Oracién: Padre, que mi amor por Ti motive cada una de mis acciones y decisiones (2 Co 5:14).

Promesa: Sefior, “Tu no desprecias el corazon contrito y humillado” (Sal 51:19).

Alabanza: Una experiencia que casi lo lleva hasta la muerte, convencié a Martin de la necesidad de arrepentirse y no
pecar mds. Ahora, estd mds cerca de Jesus que nunca.
