WHERE MOURNING AND DANCING TOUCH EACH
OTHER

“[There is] a time for mourning, a time for

dancing” (Ecclesiastes 3:4). But mourning and dancing are
never fully separated. Their “times” do not necessarily
follow each other. In fact, their “times” may become one
“time.” Mourning may turn into dancing and dancing into
mourning without showing a clear point where one ends
and the other starts.

Often our grief allows us to choreograph our dance while
our dance creates the space for our grief. We lose a
beloved friend, and in the midst of our tears we discover
an unknown joy. We celebrate a success, and in the midst
of the party we feel deep sadness. Mourning and dancing,
grief and laughter, sadness and gladness — they belong
together as the sad-faced clown and the happy-faced
clown, who make us both cry and laugh. Let’s trust that
the beauty of our lives becomes visible where mourning
and dancing touch each other.

DEATH DEFEATEDT

"They killed Him, finally, hanging Him on a tree, only to

have God raise Him up on the third day." —Acts 10:40
"God did not make death" (Wis 1:13), "for God formed
man to be imperishable; the image of His own nature He
made him. But by the envy of the devil, death entered the
world" (Wis 2:23-24). "The devil, the prince of death"
made us his lifelong slaves by manipulating us through our
fear of death (Heb 2:14-15). Thus, "sin reigned through
death" (Rm 5:21).
After millennia of death's tyranny over the human race,
Jesus was conceived and born into this world. Jesus called
Himself "the Life" (Jn 11:25; 14:6). Jesus was stronger than
death. On several occasions, He raised the dead (Mt
9:18ff; Lk 7:15; Jn 11:44). He commanded His disciples to
do the same (Mt 10:8). Then Satan convulsed before the
divine life of Jesus. Satan used us to put Life to death on
the cross. The prince of death appeared to reign supreme.
On the third day, however, Jesus rose from the dead. "He
has robbed death of its power" (2 Tm 1:10). All of Satan's
forces of death are routed. We who believe in Jesus can
taunt death: "O death, where is your victory? O death,
where is your sting?" (1 Cor 15:55)
Renew your baptismal promises. Reject the prince of
death and his culture of death. Believe in the Father of
life, Jesus our Life, and the life-giving Spirit. "Death is
swallowed up in victory" (1 Cor 15:54). Alleluia! Alleluia
forever!

Promise: "He saw and believed." —Jn 20:8
Praise: "This is the day the Lord has made; let us be glad
and rejoice" (Ps 118:24).

LA FE DERROTA AL DINERO
"Estos se reunieron con los ancianos y, de comun
acuerdo, dieron a los soldados una gran cantidad de
dinero" (Mateo 28:12).
El primer gran intento de Satanas de mantener la gran
noticia de la Resurreccion de Jesus de un mundo
esclavizado por la muerte fue sobornar a los guardias en
la tumba de Jesus.

Sin embargo, tres mil personas aceptaron el
testimonio de Pedro por su Sefior Resucitado y fueron
bautizados (Hch 2:14, 41).
Si tienes fe en el Cristo resucitado, pero no tienes dinero,
prestigio o poder mundano, tienes todo lo que necesitas
para ser testigo de Cristo resucitado. Por tu fe, alcanzaras
a muchos miles de personas con la buena nueva de la
Resurreccidon de Jesus, y eres imparable. Incluso, si los
oponentes de JesUs te llegaran a matar, tu testimonio de
Resurreccion no sera detenido, sino que recibird la
maxima credibilidad y poder. Todo lo que necesitas es fe
para ser testigo de Jesus.
