7. AFATHER IN THE SHADOWS

The Polish writer Jan Dobraczynski, in his book The Shadow of the Father,[24] tells the story of Saint Joseph’s life in the form of a
novel. He uses the evocative image of a shadow to define Joseph. In his relationship to Jesus, Joseph was the earthly shadow of the
heavenly Father: he watched over him and protected him, never leaving him to go his own way. We can think of Moses’ words to
Israel: “In the wilderness... you saw how the Lord your God carried you, just as one carries a child, all the way that you trav-
elled” (Deut 1:31). In a similar way, Joseph acted as a father for his whole life.[25]

Fathers are not born, but made. A man does not become a father simply by bringing a child into the world, but by taking up the
responsibility to care for that child. Whenever a man accepts responsibility for the life of another, in some way he becomes a fa-
ther to that person.

Children today often seem orphans, lacking fathers. The Church too needs fathers. Saint Paul’s words to the Corinthians remain
timely: “Though you have countless guides in Christ, you do not have many fathers” (1 Cor 4:15). Every priest or bishop should be
able to add, with the Apostle: “I became your father in Christ Jesus through the Gospel” (ibid.). Paul likewise calls the Galatians:
“My little children, with whom | am again in travail until Christ be formed in you!” (4:19).

Being a father entails introducing children to life and reality. Not holding them back, being overprotective or possessive, but ra-
ther making them capable of deciding for themselves, enjoying freedom and exploring new possibilities. Perhaps for this reason,
Joseph is traditionally called a “most chaste” father. That title is not simply a sign of affection, but the summation of an attitude
that is the opposite of possessiveness. Chastity is freedom from possessiveness in every sphere of one’s life. Only when love is
chaste, is it truly love. A possessive love ultimately becomes dangerous: it imprisons, constricts and makes for misery. God himself
loved humanity with a chaste love; he left us free even to go astray and set ourselves against him. The logic of love is always the
logic of freedom, and Joseph knew how to love with extraordinary freedom. He never made himself the centre of things. He did
not think of himself, but focused instead on the lives of Mary and Jesus.

Joseph found happiness not in mere self-sacrifice but in self-gift. In him, we never see frustration but only trust. His patient si-
lence was the prelude to concrete expressions of trust. Our world today needs fathers. It has no use for tyrants who would domi-
neer others as a means of compensating for their own needs. It rejects those who confuse authority with authoritarianism, service
with servility, discussion with oppression, charity with a welfare mentality, power with destruction. Every true vocation is born of
the gift of oneself, which is the fruit of mature sacrifice. The priesthood and consecrated life likewise require this kind of maturity.
Whatever our vocation, whether to marriage, celibacy or virginity, our gift of self will not come to fulfilment if it stops at sacrifice;
were that the case, instead of becoming a sign of the beauty and joy of love, the gift of self would risk being an expression of un-
happiness, sadness and frustration.

REFLECTIONS

THE SPIRIT OF MARTYRDOM
“He will bear witness on My behalf. You must bear witness as well.” —John 15:26-27

As we near the end of the fifty day Easter season, we look forward to receiving the Holy Spirit in a new way
this Pentecost. When the Spirit comes, He will bear witness for Jesus. He will expect us to bear witness as
well (see Acts 1:8).

When we witness for Jesus, we will lead many to Christ and transform the world. However, not everyone will
accept our witness. Some will reject Jesus and reject us. Some will even persecute us by expelling us from
our churches and possibly even putting us to death (see Jn 16:2). In doing this, they will claim to be serving
God (Jn 16:2). Thus, the word in Greek for “witness,” which originally meant “someone who testifies in
court,” came to be the word for “martyr.” So when we receive the Holy Spirit, we become witnesses, that is,
martyrs.

A typical Christian might want to be filled with the Holy Spirit, but does not want to be a martyr. However,
the two go together. The cost of Pentecost is the cross of martyrdom. We will refuse or stifle the Spirit (1
Thes 5:19) unless we accept martyrdom. Decide to be a martyr-witness. Receive the Holy Spirit.

Prayer: Father, may | rejoice in the privilege of suffering for the gospel (see Phil 1:29; Col 1:24).

Promise: “After she and her household had been baptized, she extended us an invitation: ‘If you are convinced that |
believe in the Lord, come and stay at my house.” She managed to prevail on us.” —Acts 16:15

Praise: Have you ever sought out a true challenge? St. Damien requested permission to serve the leper colony on the
island of Moloka’i. His request was granted; he died from leprosy while serving those he loved.

PRAYING NO MATTER WHAT
“I tell you truly: you will weep and mourn while the world rejoices; you will grieve for a time, but your grief will be
turned into joy.” —John 16:20

Tomorrow we begin the Pentecost novena, nine days of prayer in which we deepen our docility to the Holy
Spirit and thereby receive a new Pentecost. However, the devil will try to rob us of Pentecost. He will bribe
us to eat, drink, buy, or do something before we pray the novena to the Holy Spirit. We may think we’re go-
ing to pray and may rationalize that we’re only delaying our prayers. But one thing leads to another, and be-
fore we know it we’ve missed the first day or two of the novena.

Possibly we do get started. Then we run into some problem. We may be “opposed and insulted,” and we
may find it difficult to shake it off (see Acts 18:6). When praying, we find ourselves thinking about those who
have offended us.

If we pray our way through this difficulty, we may find our prayer “dry,” confusing, or even sorrowful (see Jn
16:20). As we agonize in prayer, the devil accuses us (Rv 12:10) and throws fiery darts at us (Eph 6:16). He
repeatedly tells us that God doesn’t answer prayer, that He doesn’t care, and that prayer is at best a waste of
time.

If “all hell breaks loose” in this Pentecost novena, consider it a good sign. The Lord is true to His Word. A new
Pentecost awaits you “within a few days” (see Acts 1:5).

Prayer: Father, help me to continue steadfastly in constant prayer (Acts 1:14).

Promise: “Within a short time you will lose sight of Me, but soon after that you shall see Me again.” —Jn 16:16

Praise: Our Lady of Fatima introduced three remarkable children to the Catholic Church: St. Francisco Marto, St. Jacinta
Marto, and Servant of God Lucia Santos. May we have childlike faith!

COMO PATRONO DE LA IGLESIA UNIVERSAL
Continuacion...
4. PADRE EN LA ACOGIDA

José acogid a Maria sin poner condiciones previas. Confio en las palabras del angel. «La nobleza de su
corazoén le hace supeditar a la caridad lo aprendido por ley; y hoy, en este mundo donde la violencia
psicoldgica, verbal y fisica sobre la mujer es patente, José se presenta como figura de vardn respetuoso,
delicado que, aun no teniendo toda la informacién, se decide por la fama, dignidad y vida de Maria. Y, en su
duda de como hacer lo mejor, Dios lo ayudo a optar iluminando su juicio» 18],

Muchas veces ocurren hechos en nuestra vida cuyo significado no entendemos. Nuestra primera reaccion es
a menudo de decepcidn y rebelidn. José deja de lado sus razonamientos para dar paso a lo que acontecey,
por mas misterioso que le parezca, lo acoge, asume la responsabilidad y se reconcilia con su propia historia.
Si no nos reconciliamos con nuestra historia, ni siquiera podremos dar el paso siguiente, porque siempre
seremos prisioneros de nuestras expectativas y de las consiguientes decepciones.

La vida espiritual de José no nos muestra una via que explica, sino una via que acoge. Sélo a partir de esta
acogida, de esta reconciliaciéon, podemos también intuir una historia mas grande, un significado mas
profundo. Parecen hacerse eco las ardientes palabras de Job que, ante la invitacion de su esposa a rebelarse
contra todo el mal que le sucedia, respondid: «Si aceptamos de Dios los bienes, éno vamos a aceptar los
males?» (Jb 2,10).

José no es un hombre que se resigna pasivamente. Es un protagonista valiente y fuerte. La acogida es un
modo por el que se manifiesta en nuestra vida el don de la fortaleza que nos viene del Espiritu Santo. Sélo el
Sefior puede darnos la fuerza para acoger la vida tal como es, para hacer sitio incluso a esa parte
contradictoria, inesperada y decepcionante de la existencia.

La venida de Jesus en medio de nosotros es un regalo del Padre, para que cada uno pueda reconciliarse
con la carne de su propia historia, aunque no la comprenda del todo.

Como Dios dijo a nuestro santo: «José, hijo de David, no temas» (Mt 1,20), parece repetirnos también a
nosotros: “iNo tengan miedo!”. Tenemos que dejar de lado nuestra ira y decepcion, y hacer espacio —sin
ninguna resignacion mundana y con una fortaleza llena de esperanza— a lo que no hemos elegido, pero esta
alli. Acoger la vida de esta manera nos introduce en un significado oculto. La vida de cada uno de nosotros
puede comenzar de nuevo milagrosamente, si encontramos la valentia para vivirla segun lo que nos dice el
Evangelio. Y no importa si ahora todo parece haber tomado un rumbo equivocado vy si algunas cuestiones son
irreversibles. Dios puede hacer que las flores broten entre las rocas. Aun cuando nuestra conciencia nos
reprocha algo, El «es mas grande que nuestra conciencia y lo sabe todo» (1 Jn 3,20).

El realismo cristiano, que no rechaza nada de lo que existe, vuelve una vez mas. La realidad, en su
misteriosa irreductibilidad y complejidad, es portadora de un sentido de la existencia con sus luces y
sombras. Esto hace que el apdstol Pablo afirme: «Sabemos que todo contribuye al bien de quienes aman a
Dios» (Rm 8,28). Y san Agustin afiade: «Aun lo que llamamos mal (etiam illud quod malum dicitur)» 19 En
esta perspectiva general, |la fe da sentido a cada acontecimiento feliz o triste.

Entonces, lejos de nosotros el pensar que creer significa encontrar soluciones faciles que consuelan. La fe
gue Cristo nos ensefid es, en cambio, la que vemos en san José, que no buscd atajos, sino que afrontd “con
los ojos abiertos” lo que le acontecia, asumiendo la responsabilidad en primera persona.

La acogida de José nos invita a acoger a los demas, sin exclusiones, tal como son, con preferencia por los
débiles, porque Dios elige lo que es débil (cf. 1 Co 1,27), es «padre de los huérfanos y defensor de las
viudas» (Sal 68,6) y nos ordena amar al extranjero[zo]. Deseo imaginar que Jesus tomo de las actitudes de José
el ejemplo para la parabola del hijo prédigo y el padre misericordioso (cf. Lc 15,11-32).

Podemos incorporarnos al movimiento
mundial del Espiritu Santo, o podemos dejar que la vida en el Espiritu nos pase de largo.

(ver Jn 16:20). Mientras agonizamos en oracion, el diablo nos acusa (Ap 12:10) y nos lanza dardos de fuego
(Ef 6:16). Nos repite que Dios no contesta la oracion, que no le importamos y que la oracién es, en el mejor
de los casos, futil.

Si "el infierno se desata" en esta novena de Pentecostés, considérelo buena sefial. El Sefor es fiel a Su
palabra. Un nuevo Pentecostés les llegara "dentro de pocos dias" (ver Hch 1:5).
