VIGESIMO QUINTO DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO | EL BANDIDO ASTUTO

La parabola del Evangelio de hoy trata sobre un administrador deshonesto que es elogiado por su amo por ser
habil o astuto al intentar protegerse. Jestis quiere que seamos igual de astutos al servir al Sefior. Analicemos las dos pri-
meras lecturas y como nos desafian a hacer mas.

La lectura de Amos habla de quienes “los que buscan al pobre solo para arruinarlo” (Amos 8,4). El desafio aqui
es preguntarse: “¢Qué hago yo por los pobres?”. La mayoria de las parroquias tienen organizaciones para ayudar a los
necesitados y estan felices de recibir voluntarios. ¢Alguna vez piensas en rezar por los pobres?

Hablando de la oracion, la segunda lectura también nos desafia a hacer mas. Pablo recomienda orar por “por los
jefes de Estado y las demas autoridades” (1 Timoteo 2,2). Es facil rezar por amigos y familiares; ¢cuanto tiempo dedi-
camos a rezar por los lideres y ejecutivos del gobierno? Pablo nos recuerda que Dios quiere la salvacion de todos (1 Timo-
teo 2,4), tanto pecadores como santos, terroristas y malversadores, ateos y agnosticos. Supongo que la mayoria de no-
sotros no dedicas mucho tiempo a rezar por los “malos”. Sin embargo, Jests dijo: "Amen a sus enemigos. Oren por
quienes los lastiman" (Mateo 5,44). No creo que haya escuchado a nadie decir que ese era su pasaje biblico favorito, pero
si Jestis espera mas de quienes lo aman, ¢quiénes somos nosotros para defraudarlo?
