REFLECTIONS

PROPHET-ABLE
“If a prophet presumes to speak in My name an oracle that I have not commanded him to speak, or speaks
in the name of other gods, he shall die.” —Deuteronomy 18:20

If prophets prophesy something God did not tell them to say, they risk death. This makes prophets feel like
being quiet. However, if prophets “do not speak out to dissuade the wicked man from his way, he [the wick-
ed man] shall die for his guilt, but [God] will hold [them] responsible for his death” (Ez 33:8). If we are silent
in the face of evil, we are held responsible for the deaths of sinners. We must be careful when we prophesy,
but we shouldn’t be silent. This dilemma makes us feel like not being prophets. However, the Lord com-
mands us to seek above all the gift of prophecy (1 Cor 14:1).

Even if we don’t have the gift of prophecy, we must obey the prophets’ messages, for without prophecy we
perish (Prv 29:18). If we don't listen to Jesus and His prophets, we “shall be ruthlessly cut off from the peo-
ple” (Acts 3:23).

In summary, we must not despise prophecies (1 Thes 5:20) but be open to them. We should be open to being
prophets ourselves. We must neither be silent nor careless in prophesying. As best as we can discern, we
must say what the Lord tells us to say when He wants us to say it. Prophesy obediently, courageously, boldly,
and carefully.

Promise: “He is our God, and we are the people He shepherds, the flock He guides.” —Ps 95:7

4) We obey His commands as set forth in the Bible, the Catechism of the Catholic Church, and the teachings
of the Church. We actually call this “The Faith.”

May Jesus be amazed at our faith. May we accept eagerly the discipline of the Lord and trust in Him. Jesus,

“Do not love money but be content with what you have, for God has said, ‘I will never desert you, nor will I

forsake you.” ” —Hebrews 13:5
Our greed and discontent are based on our fear of rejection. Throughout our life, we have been rejected many
times. We have even half-believed the devil’s lie that God will reject us because of our sins. But would Jesus
die for our sins and then reject us because of them?
Sin does not cause God to reject us; rather, it is a sign of our rejecting Him. Jesus has never rejected and will
never reject anyone (Jn 6:37). He does not even reject those in hell, although they have rejected Him. There-
fore, we need not try to buy security or be upset with what we don’t have, as if possessions protected us. In-
stead, we can live as free people and “say with confidence: ‘The Lord is my Helper, | will not be afraid; what
can man do to me?’ ” (Heb 13:6) We have nothing to worry about.

JAPROVECHA LA PROFECIA!
"Si un profeta se atreve a pronunciar en mi Nombre una palabra que yo no le he ordenado decir, o si habla en
nombre de otros dioses, ese profeta morira" (Deuteronomio 18:20).
Domingo, 31 de enero de 2021/4to domingo de Tiempo Ordinario
Deuteronomio 18:15-20; Salmos 95:1-2, 6-9;1 Corintios 7:32-35; Marcos 1:21-28

Si bien profetas profetizan algo que Dios no les dijo que dijeran, corren riesgo de morir. Esto inclina a profetas a
quedarse callados. Pero, Dios dice también: "Si tu no hablas para advertir al malvado que abandone su mala
conducta, el malvado morira por su culpa, pero a ti te pediré cuenta de su sangre" (Ez 33:8). Si guardamos silencio
frente al mal, somos responsables de la muerte de los pecadores. Si bien debemos tener cuidado cuando
profetizamos, no debemos guardar silencio. Este dilema nos inclina a no profetizar. Sin embargo, el Sefior nos ordena
procurar sobre todo al don de profecia (1 Co 14:1).

AUn si no tenemos el don de profecia, debemos obedecer los mensajes de profetas, porque sin profecia el pueblo
queda sin freno (Prov 29:18). Aquel que no escucha a Jesus y a Sus profetas, "sera excluido del pueblo" (Hch 3:23).

En resumen, no debemos despreciar las profecias (1 Tes 5:20) sino estar abiertos a ellas. Deberiamos estar abiertos
a ser profetas nosotros mismos. No debemos callar ni descuidarnos al profetizar. Segin nuestro mejor
discernimiento, debemos decir lo que el Sefior nos dice que digamos cuando El quiere que lo digamos. Profetiza con
obediencia, coraje, audacia y cuidado.

Halloween a menudo se convierte en una celebracion abierta de
lo impio.

En el pasaje del Evangelio de hoy, Jesus triunfa sobre los poseidos por el demonio. ¢Por qué los gerasenos le
rogaron a Jesus que se fuera después de que El liberé a su ciudad de muchos demonios? (Mc 5:17) En el Evangelio de
Juan se afirma: "los hombres prefirieron las tinieblas a la luz" (Jn 3:19).

Es ain mas dificil sacar a Egipto de Israel que lo que fue sacar a Israel de Egipto en el Exodo. Los israelitas en el
desierto a menudo miraban hacia atras con nostalgia los llamados "beneficios" de su esclavitud en Egipto (ver Ex 16:2-
