KEEP PRAYING— St. Monica, whose feast we celebrate in August, is often known as “the persistent mother.” She watched her

Monica was exasperated. For years she gave up talking directly to her son on the advice of a local bishop, who told her
that it was better to talk to God about Augustine then to Augustine about God.

The mother never gave up praying for her son. Eventually Augustine gave up his wild ways, was baptized, and later
ordained and named bishop of Hippo. St. Augustine went on to become one of the Church’s greatest scholars.

Today’s readings address the importance of persistent prayer. Abraham, in spite of trepidation that he is bothering the
Lord, continues to ask about the fate of Sodom and Gomorrah. Jesus, in Luke’s Gospel, tells his disciples to “ask and you will
receive; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you” (Luke 11:9). This is our charge: keep praying.

Jubilee Year of Mercy

This week, the universal Church focuses in
prayerful solidarity on World Youth Day in
Krakow, where WYD’s founder, Saint John Paul Il,
served as archbishop. Its theme coincides with
that of Pope Francis’ Jubilee Year of Mercy:
“Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown
mercy” (Matthew 5:7). Today’s Gospel echoes the
same theme, as Jesus unites prayer with mercy in
“The parable of the persistent friend.” Jesus teaches us not only
what words to pray, but what deeds must match authentic
prayer. How beautifully down-to-earth is Jesus’ portrait of a God
who can be trusted to do what is best for us. A pesky neighbor
disturbs a sleeping friend and disrupts the household. Yet
beautiful images unfold. Persevering prayer receives active,
practical mercy in loaves of bread, recalling Luke’s unique
expression for the Eucharist, “the breaking of bread” (Luke
24:35; Acts 2:42). WYD, the Jubilee, and Jesus thus unite to
define perfect prayer as persevering communion with God and

unconditional mercy toward our neighbor.

PRAYER CHANGES?
"One of His disciples asked Him, Lord, teach us to pray.' " —
Luke 11:1

Sometimes our prayer is a projection of our own self-
hatred rather than a communication with God. For
instance, Abraham began interceding for Sodom and
Gomorrah by saying: "See how | am presuming to speak to
my Lord, though | am but dust and ashes!" (Gn 18:27)
Later in his prayer, Abraham begged God not to become
impatient (Gn 18:30) or angry (Gn 18:32) with him, as if
God could be impatient or angry. Abraham projected his
own problems onto God. Eventually, Abraham quit
interceding for Sodom and Gomorrah. He may have
thought these cities didn't deserve to be saved or that
God wouldn't save them, although God had repeatedly
said He would. Abraham was impatient with God's timing.

When we pray, may we not project our self-hatred,
problems, and limitations onto God. Rather, may we let
God project His love, holiness, and power onto us. We
pray not in order to change God but to allow Him to
change us. Praying is not God-changing; rather, it is "us-
changing," which makes it life-changing. "Lord, teach us to
pray" (Lk 11:1).

Prayer: Father, change me, then my prayer, and then
change me more. Promise: "He pardoned all our sins. He
canceled the bond that stood against us with all its claims,
snatching it up and nailing it to the cross." —Col 2:13-14
Praise: Mighty, omnipotent Lord, we lay our lives before

"Uno de sus discipulos le dijo: 'Sefior, enséiianos a orar" (Lucas 11:1)

A veces nuestra oracién es una proyeccion de nuestro propio
odio interior, en lugar de una comunicacion con Dios. Por
ejemplo, Abraham comenzé intercediendo por Sodoma y
Gomorra diciendo: "Yo, que no soy mas que polvo y ceniza,
tengo el atrevimiento de dirigirme a mi Sefior" (Gn 18:27). Mas
tarde, en su oracion, Abraham rogé a Dios no impacientarse (Gn
18:30) o enojarse (Gn 18:32) con El, como si Dios pudiera estar
impaciente o enojado. Abraham proyecté sus propios problemas
a Dios. Finalmente, Abraham dejé de interceder por Sodoma y
Gomorra. El pudo haber pensado que estas ciudades no
merecian ser salvadas o que Dios no las salvaria, aunque Dios le
habia dicho en repetidas ocasiones que lo haria. Abraham
estaba impaciente con el tiempo de Dios

ando oramos, no podemos proyectar nuestros propios odios
internos, problemas y limitaciones a Dios. Mas bien, debemos
dejar que Dios proyecte su amor, santidad y poder sobre
nosotros. Nosotros no oramos con el fin de cambiar a Dios, sino
para permitirle que nos cambie. Orar no es cambiar a Dios; mas
bien, se trata de "que nosotros cambiemos", lo que nos lleva a
un cambio de vida. "Sefior, enséfianos a orar" (Lc 11:1) .

Oracidn: Padre, cambiame, luego mi forma de orar y después
cambiame mas.

Promesa: "Perdonando todas nuestras faltas. El cancel el acta
de condenacién que nos era contraria, con todas sus clausulas, y
la hizo desaparecer clavandola en la cruz" (Col 2:13-14) .
