SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT: GOSPEL REFLECTIONS. FR JOSEPH SEBASTIAN CMI

Last week, in the context of Lent, Jesus underwent temptations and defeated Satan. This week Jesus takes three of his
disciples to the mountain, because it is a place of solitude and silence that gives importance to God. There we see Jesus
in glory as God.

The Transtfiguration of Christ on Mount Tabor is told in three gospels. It is a very important event in the life of Jesus,
which happened toward the end of his public ministry. In this event, Jesus shows his glory to his disciples. It is as if he
is saying, “I appear to be a human being, but I am the real God.” The more we realize the divinity of Jesus, the more we
can love and follow him. This vision will help his disciples have confidence in the glory that follows suffering.

The Transfiguration shows us that we need a separate place or space to experience the presence of God. We are
surrounded by so many sounds. We hear so many sights that blind us that it is difficult to find the voice of Jesus among
these multiple voices. Even the sounds from our father, mother, wife, children, boss, friends, television, computer, and
phone make us confused. We need silence to hear Jesus and know who he really is. By going up to the mountain we see
the glory of God in that silence.

Why did Jesus take only three disciples with him to the mountain to show his glory? The answer is in the important
roles these three will have in the Church of Jesus. Peter will become the leader of the Church. James will be the first
martyr for Christ among the disciples. Finally, John will be the last disciple to suffer, care for Mary after Jesus’s death,
and lead the church for a long time.

Why did the disciples want the presence of Elijah and Moses, two men who represent two traditions of the Old
Testament? these men are important in the tradition of the Church. The first five books of the Bible, the Pentateuch, are
attributed to Moses. Through him the Israelites received the Old Testament laws. In Jewish tradition, the belief is that
Moses was dead and buried, but God took him up to heaven. Elijah was the greatest prophet of Jewish tradition. We
read in the Bible that Elijah was carried to heaven when he was alive. These mighty figures of the Old Testament were
invited to talk with Jesus to show the apostles that Jesus is mightier than the Jewish religious leaders and prophets,
because he is God’s chosen Son. Jesus is more important than OT great figures like Moses and Elijaha.

Clouds, light, fire, and wind are images that show the presence of God in the Old Testament. The voice heard on Mount
Tabor appears also in the Baptism of Jesus, and both times it tells us to listen to him. On Mount Tabor the voice of God
tells us that the time of listening and observing the words of Moses are over. Now, God the Father wants to give clear
instruction that Jesus is His son, and all must listen to him. The dazzling white of Jesus’s clothing manifests his divinity
and the glory of his coming Resurrection.

If we want to see the glory of Jesus this Lenten season, we have to separate ourselves from others, find our space with
him, and invite Jesus into our lives. May God bless you all. Amen.

2 DOMINGO DE CUARESMA, TRANSFIGURACION. P. JOSE SEBASTIAN CMI

La semana pasada, en el contexto de la Cuaresma, Jesus sufri6 tentaciones y derrot6 a Satanas. Esta semana
Jesus lleva a tres de sus discipulos al monte, porque es un lugar de soledad y silencio que da importancia a
Dios. Alli vemos a Jests en gloria como Dios.
La Transfiguracion de Cristo en el monte Tabor se cuenta en tres evangelios. Es un evento muy importante en
la vida de Jests, que ocurri6 hacia el final de su ministerio pablico. En este evento, Jestis muestra su gloria a sus
discipulos. Es como si estuviera diciendo: "Parece ser un ser humano, pero soy el Dios real’. Cuanto mas nos
damos cuenta de la divinidad de Jests, mas podemos amarlo y seguirlo. Esta vision ayudara a sus discipulos a
tener confianza en la gloria que sigue al sufrimiento.
La Transfiguracion nos muestra que necesitamos un lugar o espacio separado para experimentar la presencia
de Dios. Estamos rodeados de tantos sonidos. Escuchamos tantas visiones que nos ciegan que es dificil
encontrar la voz de Jests entre estas maltiples voces. Incluso los sonidos de nuestro padre, madre, esposa,
hijos, jefe, amigos, television, computadora y teléfono nos confunden. Necesitamos silencio para escuchar a
Jesus y saber quién es realmente. Al subir a la montana vemos la gloria de Dios en ese silencio.
¢{Por qué Jests llevo consigo solo a tres discipulos a la montafia para mostrar su gloria? La respuesta esta en los
importantes roles que estos tres tendran en la Iglesia de Jests. Pedro se convertira en el lider de la Iglesia.
Santiago sera el primer martir de Cristo entre los discipulos. Finalmente, Juan sera el altimo discipulo en
sufrir, cuidar de Maria después de la muerte de Jesus y liderar la iglesia por mucho tiempo.
¢Por qué los discipulos querian la presencia de Elias y Moisés, dos hombres que representan dos tradiciones del
Antiguo Testamento? Estos hombres son importantes en la tradicion de la Iglesia. Los primeros cinco libros de
la Biblia, el Pentateuco, se atribuyen a Moisés. A través de €l los israelitas recibieron las leyes del Antiguo
Testamento. En la tradicion judia, la creencia es que Moisés estaba muerto y sepultado, pero Dios lo llevo al
cielo. Elias fue el mayor profeta de la tradicion judia. Leemos en la Biblia que Elias fue llevado al cielo cuando
estaba vivo. Estas poderosas figuras del Antiguo Testamento fueron invitadas a hablar con Jests para
mostrarles a los apostoles que Jests es mas poderoso que los lideres religiosos y profetas judios, porque es el
Hijo elegido de Dios. Jests es mas importante que grandes figuras del Antiguo Testamento como Moisés y
Elias.
Las nubes, la luz, el fuego y el viento son imagenes que muestran la presencia de Dios en el Antiguo
Testamento. La voz que se escucho en el monte Tabor aparece también en el bautismo de Jests, y en ambas
ocasiones nos dice que lo escuchemos. En el monte Tabor la voz de Dios nos dice que se acabo el tiempo de
escuchar y observar las palabras de Moisés. Ahora, Dios Padre quiere dar instrucciones claras de que Jests es
Su hijo y que todos deben escucharlo. El blanco deslumbrante de la ropa de Jestis manifiesta su divinidad y la
gloria de su proxima Resurreccion.
