KINGSHIP - The book of Samuel recounts for us today the anointing of David as king of Israel. It was the
elders of Israel who declared David king that day, but it was God who called David to shepherd Israel. Thus
mandated by the citizens of his kingdom and by his God, David took his place in a long line of kings.

The apostle Paul speaks to us of kingship as well, but on a much higher plane: the kingship of Jesus
our Lord. As great as David was, he and all earthly monarchs who came before and after him in their
kingdoms around the world are minor kings by comparison to the true King. And lastly, we hear the story of
that true King in perhaps his weakest moment: near death, hanging on a cross, taunted by a common

criminal and by the world at large.

Paradise, even for non-believers, is an image of creation contentedly in
harmony with self, fellow creatures, and Creator. Today, we “good thieves” beg Jesus to remember us. We
promise to remember that, although Jesus’ kingdom will be fulfilled only when Jesus’ returns, that kingdom
begins today in the paradise that will flower from this Jubilee Year of Mercy. We disciples, having been
embraced unconditionally and undeservedly by Jesus’ mercy, must now go forth to embrace all others,
unconditionally, with that same unfailing mercy.

THE KING OF CONTROVERSY

"There was an inscription over His head: "THIS IS THE KING OF THE JEWS.' " —Luke 23:38
In 1926, between the two world wars, Pope Pius Xl instituted this feast of Christ the King. In so doing, the
Church was making a statement that its members were to give their absolute allegiance to no government or
person but only to Christ, the King of kings. Thus, we can see why this feast and Jesus' claim to be the King of
kings may be controversial.
For example, when the wise men asked Herod: "Where is the newborn king of the Jews?" (Mt 2:2), "King
Herod became greatly disturbed" (Mt 2:3). Before long, the village of Bethlehem was traumatized by Herod's
murders (Mt 2:16). The mere mention of Jesus' kingship resulted in all hell breaking loose.
On the morning of Jesus' crucifixion, Pontius Pilate broached the subject of Jesus' kingship. He asked Jesus:
"Are You the King of the Jews?" (Jn 18:33) Jesus claimed to be the King of a kingdom not belonging to this
world (Jn 18:36). Jesus knew that Pilate knew He was the King (Jn 18:37), but Pilate refused to admit it and
even questioned whether there was objective truth at all (Jn 18:38).
While Jesus was hanging on the cross, the controversy about His kingship continued. "The soldiers also made
fun of Him," and said, "If You are the king of the Jews, save Yourself" (Lk 23:36, 37). The other criminal
repented (Lk 23:40ff) and made the act of faith: "Jesus, remember me when You enter upon Your reign" (Lk
23:42).
Let us not be like Herod, Pontius Pilate, and the bad thief. Rather, let us be like the good thief and the wise
men and women of the ages, who accept Jesus as their King on His terms.
Prayer: King Jesus, | live for You (2 Cor 5:15).
Promise: God "rescued us from the power of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of His beloved
Son." —Col 1:13

EL REY DE LA CONTROVERSIA

"Sobre su cabeza habia una inscripcion: 'Este es el rey | 1.

de los judios™ (Lucas 23, 38)
En 1926, entre las dos guerras mundiales, el Papa Pio XI
instituyé esta fiesta de Cristo Rey. De este modo, la Iglesia
estaba haciendo una declaracion que sus miembros debian
dar su lealtad absoluta a Cristo, el Rey de reyes y no a
ningun gobierno o persona. Por lo tanto, podemos ver por
qué esta fiesta que aclama a Jesus como el Rey de reyes
puede ser controversial.

Por ejemplo, cuando los reyes magos preguntaron a
Herodes: "éDdénde esta el rey de los judios que acaba de
nacer?" (Mt 2, 2), "el rey Herodes quedo
desconcertado" (Mt 2, 3). Al poco tiempo, el pueblo de
Belén fue traumatizado por los asesinatos de Herodes (Mt
2, 16). La mera mencion de la realeza de Jesus resulté
como si el infierno se hubiese soltado.

En la manana de la crucifixién de Jesus, Poncio Pilato
abordé el tema de la realeza de Jesus. El le pregunté a
Jesus: "éEres tu el rey de los judios?" (Jn 18, 33) Jesus
afirmdé "mi realeza no es de este mundo" (Jn 18, 36). Jesus
sabia que Pilato sabia que El era el Rey (Jn 18, 37), pero
Pilato se negd a admitirlo e incluso cuestiond si habia una
verdad objetiva del todo (Jn 18, 38).

Mientras JesUs estaba colgando en la cruz, continud la
controversia sobre Su realeza. "Los soldados se burlaban
de El"y decian, "Si eres el rey de los judios, jsalvate a ti
mismo!" (Lc 23, 36, 37). El otro criminal se arrepintio (Lc
23, 40ss) e hizo un acto de fe: "Jesus, acuérdate de mi
cuando vengas a establecer tu Reino" (Lc 23, 42).

No seamos como Herodes, Poncio Pilato ni el mal ladrdn.
Mas bien, seamos como el buen ladrén y los hombres y
mujeres sabios de edad, quienes aceptan a Jesus como su
Rey en Sus términos.
