With joy & happiness we welcome all of you who have come to pray and worship with us We hope you will find friendship and fellowship in our
community and encouragement to face whatever may come in the week ahead.

DISCIPLINE — It is no accident that the words “disciple” and “discipline” are nearly identical. Their relationship in Christian faith
and life, however, has fallen somewhat out of favor in the past generation, as certain prescribed Church rules and regulations have
been reduced and relaxed. These rules were often referred to as “disciplines.” We are mistaken, however, to think that it no longer
takes discipline to follow Christ. The Letter to the Hebrews assures us of that today. Our discipline is more like that of an athlete
pursuing a victory or a personal best, or a musician striving for a concert career or to master a new piece of music. This discipline
comes from desire, not from regulations. It was the desire to do the will of God that led Jesus on the path to his cross. It is that
same desire he encourages in us today: to strive to enter through the narrow gate, to find ourselves in the kingdom with a
surprising assortment of people who are there not because of mere observation of rules, but out of a genuine desire to recline at
the table of the heavenly banquet.

ARE YOU SAVED? ARE FEW SAVED?
"Lord, are they few in number who are to be saved?" —Luke
13:23

Jesus taught: "The gate that leads to damnation is wide, the
road is clear, and many choose to travel it. But how narrow is
the gate that leads to life, how rough the road, and how few
there are who find it!" (Mt 7:13-14) Jesus seems to have said
that only a few people are saved from damnation. If this is a
correct interpretation, our future is terrifying.

To make sure he was understanding Jesus correctly,
"someone asked Him, 'Lord, are they few in number who are to
be saved?' " (Lk 13:23) Jesus did not answer that question
exactly; instead, He stated that many will try to come into His
kingdom and be unable (Lk 13:24). Jesus also declared that
eating and drinking with Him and having heard His teachings do
not assure us of salvation (Lk 13:26-27). "Some who are last will
be first and some who are first will be last" (Lk 13:30).

How can we be saved? We are saved only by God's grace
(Eph 2:7ff). What must we do to be saved? (Acts 16:30) "Believe
in the Lord Jesus" (Acts 16:31). Give Jesus your whole life and
"work with anxious concern to achieve your salvation" (Phil
2:12). Believe in Jesus, the Savior, now
Prayer: Father, deepen my faith as | hear Your Word (Rm
10:17).

Promise: "Make straight the paths you walk on, that your
halting limbs may not be dislocated but healed." —Heb 12:13
Praise: Praise Jesus, "the Way, and the Truth, and the Life" (Jn

14:6), "the Resurrection and the Life" (Jn 11:25). Alleluia!

Jubilee Year of Mercy

; This Jubilee Year of Mercy and Pope Francis’
ministry have renewed our understanding that
the Church’s heart is open wide to all, and the
heart of the gospel is God’s mercy. Flooded with
God’s mercy, our hearts should overflow as
channels bringing to wounded and weary hearts
Jesus’ healing mercy. For Jesus warns, our own salvation is
not guaranteed by the Liturgy of the Word (“you taught in
our streets”) nor by the Eucharist (“we ate and drank in
your company”) (Luke 13:26). People far from that
banquet, “from the east and the west and from the north
and the south will recline at table in the kingdom of

God” (13:29). Rather, showing mercy is key to obtaining
mercy ourselves (Matthew 5:7). So we should never dare
ask what “someone” asked Jesus, “Lord, will only a few
people be saved?” (Luke 13:23). The crucial question is
“Will | be saved?” And Jesus’ answer is another question:
“Have you shown mercy to everyone, freely, gladly, no

limits, no conditions, no exceptions?”

"Sefior, ;es verdad que son pocos los que se
salvan?" (Lucas 13:23).

Jesus ensefid: "es ancha la puerta y espacioso el camino que
lleva a la perdicion, y son muchos los que van por alli. Pero es
angosta la puerta y estrecho el camino que lleva a la Vida, y son
pocos los que lo encuentran" (Mt 7,13-14). Jesus parece haber
dicho que solo unas pocas personas se salvan de la condenacidn.
Si esta es una interpretacidn correcta, nuestro futuro es
aterrador.

Para asegurarse de que estaba entendiendo a Jesus
correctamente, "una persona le preguntd: Seior, ées verdad,
que son pocos los que se salvan?" (Lc 13, 23) Jesus no contestod a
esa pregunta con exactitud. En cambio, El declaré que muchos
querran entrar en Su reino y no lo conseguiran (Lc 13, 24). Jesus
también declaré que comer y beber con El y el haber escuchado
Sus ensefianzas no nos asegura la salvacion (Lc 13, 26-27). Por lo
tanto, algunas personas que tienen una buena formacién
cristiana y que han participado en muchas actividades cristianas
no se salvaran. "Hay algunos que son los Ultimos y seran los
primeros, y hay otros que son los primeros y seran los
ultimos" (Lc 13, 30).

¢Como podemos ser salvos? Somos salvos solo por la gracia
de Dios (Ef 2, 7ss). éQué debemos hacer para ser salvos? (Hch
16, 30) "Cree en el Sefior Jesus" (Hch 16:31). Da a Jesus toda tu
vida y "trabajen por su salvacion con temor y temblor" (Fil 2,
12). Cree en Jesus, el Salvador, ahora.

Para que nunca debamos atrevernos a preguntar lo que
“alguien” le preguntd a Jesus: “Sefior, ¢es verdad que son pocos
los que se salvan?” (Lucas 13:23). La pregunta debiera ser: “éYo
me salvaré?” Y la respuesta de Jesus seria otra pregunta: “éHas
sido misericordioso con tu préjimo, de manera libre, con alegria,

sin limites, sin condiciones, sin excepciones?”
