ARE YOU HARDLY WORKING FOR THE GOSPEL
"Bear your share of the hardship which the gospel
entails." —2 Timothy 1:8

As a baptized child of God, you have a share in the
blessings of the gospel (1 Cor 9:23; Eph 1:3). Likewise, you
also have a share in the hardship the gospel of Christ
requires (2 Tm 1:8).

Jesus in His mercy brings His disciples hope in the midst of
hardships. In today's Gospel reading, Jesus takes three
disciples up a mountain and allows them to experience
His transfigured brilliance and glory (Mt 17:1ff). St. Peter
understood this earthly dynamic between glory and
suffering. He told us that the spiritual high of Jesus'
Transfiguration was a light "shining in a dark place" for all
of us who bear gospel hardships (2 Pt 1:16-19). Peter also
understood them as a normal part of the gospel. He tells
us: "Christ suffered in the flesh; therefore, arm yourselves
with His same mentality" (1 Pt 4:1).

Our hardships are few compared to those of our ancestors
in faith. Abram moved hundreds of miles at age seventy-
five (Gn 12:1ff). Mary, the mother of Jesus, suffered many
sorrows. Countless disciples have been martyred for the
gospel. Most of us have not even endured one of the
hardships mentioned in a partial list of St. Paul's sufferings
for the gospel (2 Cor 11:23-33). "The present burden of
our trial is light enough" (2 Cor 4:17), and the Lord gives
us daily strength (2 Tm 1:8) and periodic glimpses of His
glory so we can persevere (e.g. Mt 17:2).

"Take courage...says the Lord, and work" for the spread of
the gospel (Hg 2:4). "With the strength which comes from
God bear your share of the hardship which the gospel
entails" (2 Tm 1:8).

Prayer: Father, use my life in service of the gospel (Rm
15:16).

Promise: "God has saved us and has called us to a holy
life." —2Tm 1:9

Praise: Praise the transfigured, crucified and risen,

glorified body of Jesus!

THE BALANCE BETWEEN CLOSENESS AND DISTANCE
Intimacy between people requires closeness as well as distance. It is like dancing. Sometimes we are very
close, touching each other or holding each other; sometimes we move away from each other and let the
space between us become an area where we can freely move.

To keep the right balance between closeness and distance requires hard work, especially since the needs of
the partners may be quite different at a given moment. One might desire closeness while the other wants
distance. One might want to be held while the other looks for independence. A perfect balance seldom
occurs, but the honest and open search for that balance can give birth to a beautiful dance, worthy to
behold.

THE BASIS OF OUR SECURITY

What is the basis of our security? When we start thinking about that question, we may give many answers:
success, money, friends, property, popularity, family, connections, insurance, and so on. We may not always
think that any of these forms the basis of our security, but our actions or feelings may tell us otherwise.
When we start losing our money, our friends, or our popularity, our anxiety often reveals how deeply our
sense of security is rooted in these things.

A spiritual life is a life in which our security is based not in any created things, good as they may be, but in
God, who is everlasting love. We probably will never be completely free from our attachment to the
temporal world, but if we want to live in that world in a truly free way, we'd better not belong to it. "You
cannot be the slave both of God and of money" (Luke 16:13). Henri Nouwen Society

Anointing of the Sick is the
sacrament that is received by

those who are ill or suffering.
By the sacred anointing and
the prayer of the priest, the
whole Church commends
those who are sick to Christ.
The sick person receives the
Holy Spirit's gifts of strength,
faith, peace, and courage,
and his or her suffering is
united with the suffering of
Christ for the building up of
the Church (Catechism of the
Catholic Church [CCC], nos.
1520-23).

Through the Sacrament
of Anointing of the Sick, the
Church carries out Jesus’
mission of compassion and
healing for the sick. The
one who is ill can also be a
minister o others. By uniting
their suffering to Christ, those
who are sick can be signs of
faith and witnesses of Christ's
Resurrection to the entire
community [Pope John Paul
I, Christifideles Laici [The
Vocation and the Mission of
the Lay Faithful in the Church
and in the World], no. 54).

A Communal Celebration

The Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is both
"a liturgical and a communal celebration.”

In the family home, hospital, or church,
members of the Body of Christ gather for

the sacramental rite led by a priest. The
Penitential Rite followed by the Liturgy of

the VWord and sacramental anoinfing of

the sick can inspire and comfort both those
who are ill and their family and friends who
are gathered (CCC, nos. 1517-18). Many
parishes have communal celebrations at
which many persons receive the sacrament.
These sacramental celebrations are a “source
of strength amid pain and weakness, hope
amid despair” and a “joyful encounter” for the
enfire community (Christifideles Laici, no. 54).

Connection to the
Communion of Saints

Anointing with sacred oil is a sign of blessing
by the Holy Spirit of the one who is sick. Ol
of the Sick, which receives a different blessing
from the Chrism oil used during Baptism,
Confirmation, and Holy Orders, recalls the
community’s sharing of the Holy Spirit and the
sick person’s connection to the entire Body of
Christ and Communion of Sainfs.

Imitation of Christ’s
Compassion

In the Gospels, Christ's great compassion
toward the sick is expressed in the miraculous
healings he performs, which heal the enfire
person, both body and soul. Parables such

as the Good Samaritan (Lk 10:29-37) and

the Judgment of the Nations (Mt 25:31-46)
urge Christ's followers to share his ministry
of compassion and healing and fo imitate
his “preferential love for the sick” and all
who suffer (CCC, nos. 1503, 15006;
Pope Benedict XVI, Sacramentum Caritatis
[Sacrament of Charity], no. 22).

Solidarity with All Who Suffer

We care for the sick because we see them as
children of God and part of our human family.
When one part of the Body of Christ suffers,
we all suffer {1 Cor 12:26). The suffering of
one impacts everyone. Thus, we are called to
solidarity, which is responsibility on the part of
everyone with regard fo everyone (Pope John
Paul Il, Sollicitudo Rei Socialis [On Social
Concern), no. 38; Pope Benedict XVI, Caritas
in Veritate [ Charity in Truth], no. 38).

By our compassion, we remind those
who are sick that “[the Church] shares your
suffering. She takes it to the Lord, who in tumn
associates you with his redeeming Passion”
(Synod of Bishops, Per Concilii Semitas ad
Populum Dei Nuntius, no. 12). We are called
fo comfort, pray for and with, and be in
solidarity with all who are sick or suffering.

Caring for those who suffer is not a
burden, but a gift. Those who care for the
sick do holy and important work; they walk
with Christ's suffering people and in doing
s0, serve Christ himself (Mt 25:31-46). Those
who minister to the sick and who work to
secure decent health care for all become “the
living sign of Jesus Christ and his Church in
showing love towards the sick and suffering”

(Christifideles Laici, no. 53).

Sacraments and Social Mission



Union with Christ’s Passion

While it is possible that the sacrament
could bring physical healing, Anointing
of the Sick is primarily about the healing
of hope and of the spirit. Above all, the
sacrament allows the person who is ill
fo unite more closely to Christ's Passion.
This gives suffering a new meaning: a

participation in the saving work of Jesus.

This is a powerful witness that is for
the good of the whole Church (CCC,
nos. 1521-22).

Beacons of Hope

Pope John Paul Il wrote, “Even the sick
are sent forth as laborers info the Lord's
vineyard” (Christifideles Laici, no. 53).
As the sick unite their sufferings to those
of Christ, they become bearers of the joy
of the Holy Spirit in the midst of affliction
and witnesses of Christ's Resurrection.
Anointing of the Sick testifies to the fact
that all are called to participate in the
redemption of the world (Sacramentum
Caritatis, no. 22). We all have a role in
sanctifying and building up the Church,
whatever our physical condition. As the
Syned of Bishops told an audience of
sick and suffering persons, "We need
you fo teach the whole world what love
is" (Per Concilii Semitas ad Populum

Dei Nuntius, no. 12).

QUESTIONS FOR REFLECTION

A Witness to Dignity

The sacrament reminds us that each
person is made in the image of God
and has dignity that remains unchanged,
whatever the body suffers. The ministry
of those who are sick is a powerful
witness to the fact that human dignity

is intrinsic and does not increase or
decrease based on a person’s physical
state or abilities. This is why the Church
works fo protect the life and dignity of
the person at every stage of life—the
embryo, the person suffering from AIDS,
the family in poverty, and the person
nearing death—and why she works

fo secure access to decent health care
for all.

Pero Jesus sabia la dificil
verdad: estamos en un viaje continuo cuando transitamos los caminos de la voluntad de Dios. No es bueno que nos
guedemos en un lugar en nuestro viaje de fe. Es igualmente malsano estancarnos en los momentos de alegria y
milagros para evitar las dificultades de la vida que ensimismarnos en nuestros sufrimientos y tentaciones para evadir
ser buenos compafieros de nuestras hermanas y hermanos que también estan sufriendo; io celebrar! La Iglesia
peregrina debe hacer una cosa en su viaje de Cuaresma: caminar continuamente con Cristo como su Cuerpo nacido del

Como hijo bautizado de Dios, tienes una parte de las
bendiciones del evangelio (1 Co 9, 23; Ef 1, 3).

Unidos a Cristo, testigos de la esperanza vy la curacion
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e los Enfermos B

Lla Uncion de los Enfermos es
el sacramento que reciben
los que estan enfermos o
sufriendo. Por la uncion
sagrada y la oracién del
sacerdote, la Iglesia enfera
encomienda a Cristo a

los que estan enfermos. Lo
persona enferma recibe los
dones del Espiritu Santo de
fortaleza, fe, paz y coraie,
y su sufrimienfo se une al
sufrimiento de Cristo, para
la edificacion de la Iglesia
(Catecismo de la Iglesia
Catélica [CIC], nos.
1520-23).

Con el sacramento de
la Uncién de los Enfermos,
la Iglesia lleva a cabo la
misién de Jests de brindar
compasién y curacion a
los enfermos. Quien estd
enfermo fambién puede
afender a ofros. Uniendo su
sufrimiento a Crisfo, los que
estan enfermos pueden ser
signos de fe y fesfigos de la
resurreccion de Crisfo anfe
toda la comunidad (Juan
Pablo Il, Christifideles Laici
[Vocacion y mision de los
laicos en la Iglesia y en el

mundo], no. 54).

Una celebracion comunitaria

El sacramento de la Uncién de los Enfermos
se celebra "de forma litirgica y comunitaria.”
En el hogar familiar, el hospital o la iglesia,
los miembros del Cuerpo de Cristo se retnen
para el rito sacramental encabezado por un
sacerdote. El rito penitencial seguido de la
Liturgia de la Palabra y la uncién sacramental
de los enfermos puede inspirar y confortar
fanto a los enfermos como a sus familiares y
amigos que estan reunidos (CIC, nos. 1517-
18). Muchas parroquias fienen celebraciones
comunifarias en que muchas personas
reciben el sacramento. Esfas celebraciones
sacramentales son una fuente de “fortaleza en
el dolor y en la debilidad,” de “esperanza en
la desesperacion,” y un “lugar de encuentro
y de fiesta” para toda la comunidad

(Christifideles Laici, no. 54).

Conexidén con la comunién de
los santos

La uncién con éleo sagrado es un signo

de bendicién del Espfritu Santo al que esté
enfermo. El Oleo de los enfermos, que recibe
una bendicién diferente del Crisma, el dleo
usado durante el Bautismo, la Confirmacion y
el Orden Sagrado, recuerda la participacion
de la comunidad en el Espiritu Santo y la
conexion de la persona enferma con el enfero
Cuerpo de Cristo y la comunion de los santos.

Imitacion de la compasion de Cristo

En los Evangelios, la gran compasién de
Cristo hacia los enfermos se expresa en

las curaciones milagrosas que realiza, las
cuales curan a la persona entera, en cuerpo
y alma. Pardbolas como el buen Samaritano
(lc 10:29-37) y el juicio de las naciones (Mt
25:31-406] instan a los seguidores de Cristo

a compartir su ministerio de compasién y
curacion y a imitar su “amor preferencial por
los enfermos” y todos los que sufren (CIC,
nos. 1503, 1506; papa Benedicto XV,
Sacramentum Caritatis [ Sacramento de la

caridad], no. 22).

Solidaridad con todos los que sufren

Cuidamos de los enfermos porque los vemos
como hijos de Dios y parte de nuestra familia
humana. Cuando una parte del Cuerpo de
Cristo sufre, todos sufrimos (1 Cor 12:26).
El sufrimiento de uno afecta a todos. Por lo
tanto, estamos llamados a la solidaridad, es
decir, "que todos seamos verdaderamente
responsables de todos” (Juan Pablo I,
Sollicitudo Rei Socialis, no. 38; Benedicto
XVI, Caritas in Veritate [La caridad en la
verdad], no. 38).

Por nuestra compasién, recordamos a los
que estan enfermos que “la Iglesia participa
de vuestro sufrimiento que conduce al Sefior,
el cual os asocia a su Pasién redentora”
(Sinodo de los Obispos, Per Concilii Semitas
ad Populum Dei Nuntius, no. 12). Estamos
llamados a confortar, orar y ser solidarios con
todos los que estan enfermos o sufren.

Cuidar de los que sufren no es una
carga, sino un regalo. Los que cuidan de
los enfermos hacen un trabajo sagrado e
importante; caminan con el pueblo sufriente
de Cristo y de esa manera sirven a Cristo
mismo (Mt 25:31-46). los que atienden a los
enfermos y los que frabajan por una atencién
de salud digna para todos se convierten en
"la imagen viva de Cristo y de su Iglesia
en el amor a los enfermos y los que sufren”

(Christifideles Laici, no. 53).

Los Sacramentos y la Misién Social



Unidn con la Pasién de Cristo

Aunque es posible que el sacramento
pueda fraer curacion fisica, la

Uncién de los Enfermos tiene que ver
principalmente con la curacion de la
esperanza y del espiritu. Sobre todo, el
sacramento permite a la persona que
esfd enferma unirse més esfrechamente
a la Pasion de Cristo. Esto da al
sufrimiento un nuevo significado: una
participaciéon en la labor salvifica

de JesUs. Se trata de un poderoso
festimonio que se da por el bien de

toda la Iglesia (CIC, nos. 1521-22).

Faros de esperanza

Juan Pablo I escribié: “También los
enfermos son enviados como obreros
a [la vifa del Sefor]” (Christifideles
Laici, no. 53). Al unir los enfermos
sus sufrimientos a los de Cristo, se
convierten en portadores de la alegria

del Espfritu Santo en medio de la
afliccién v en fesfigos de la resurreccion
de Ciristo. Lla Uncién de los Enfermos
afestigua el hecho de que todos estan
llamados a participar en la redencién
del mundo (Sacramentum Caritatis, no.
22). Todos tenemos un papel en la
santificacion y edificacion de la Iglesia,
sea cual sea nuestra condicién fisica.
Como dijo el Sinodo de los Obispos a
una audiencia de personas enfermas y
sufrientes: "Contamos con vosotros para
ensefiar al mundo entero lo que es el

amor” (Per Concilii Semitas ad Populum
Dei Nuntius, no. 12).

Testimonio de dignidad

El sacramento nos recuerda que

toda persona estd hecha a imagen vy
semejanza de Dios y tiene una dignidad
que permanece infacta, sufra el cuerpo
lo que sufra. Lo atencion a los enfermos

es un poderoso festimonio del hecho de
que la dignidad humana es infrinseca y
no aumenta o disminuye segin el estado
fisico o habilidades de una persona.
Por eso la Iglesia trabaja para proteger
la vida y la dignidad de la persona en
cada etapa de la vida—el embrion, la
persona que sufre de sida, la familia en
la pobreza y la persona que se acerca
a la muerte—y por ello trabaja por
procurar el acceso a una afencién de
salud digna para fodos.
