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A BOMB
"Relax! Eat heartily, drink well. Enjoy yourself." —Luke 12:19

The late Fr. Rick Thomas said that the verse quoted
above, Luke 12:19, is the most obeyed verse in the Bible.
However, God's reaction to those who live out this verse
is: "You fool! This very night your life shall be required of
you. To whom will all this piled-up wealth of yours
go?" (Lk 12:20) The Lord does not consider the "good life"
of relaxation and enjoyment to be that good. This comes
as a shock to us who have been taught to base our lives
on, and save our money for, entertainment, relaxation,
and enjoyment.

Today's Gospel reading is like a bomb which would
destroy our whole lives if we let it explode by believing it.
Yet, if we don't lose our lives now, they won't be saved for
eternity (see Lk 9:24). "What profit does he show who
gains the whole world and destroys himself in the
process?" (Lk 9:25) We can believe God's Word now and
let it be like a hammer shattering our lives (see Jer 23:29),
or we can maintain the status quo, hoping today's Gospel
reading doesn't mean what it seems to mean.

As we look to the future, we naturally have feelings of
insecurity. We know that death awaits us, if Jesus doesn't
return first. We know that suffering, sickness, and pain
probably lie ahead. These prospects will leave us insecure
unless our lives are built on the rock of obedience to God's
Word (Mt 7:24). The best thing we can do is to obey God's
Word, no matter what the immediate consequences.
Prayer: Father, may my life be based on Your Word,
which will last forever (see Lk 21:33). Promise: "Since
you have been raised up in company with Christ, set your
heart on what pertains to higher realms where Christ is
seated at God's right hand." —Col 3:1-2
Praise: "Give thanks to the Lord for He is good, for His

mercy endures forever" (Ps 118:1). Alleluia!

misericordioso! En esta parabola de Jesus, a
diferencia de algunas personas ricas de estos
tiempos, no hay mencién de mentir, robar o
engaiar. El hombre rico se ganaba la vida, no es
un asesino. ¢Qué es lo que Jesus le quiere decir
por “insensato”? Primero, por arrogante. El
hombre rico diciendo lo que va a hacer. Dios no
esta a cargo de la situacion sino el hombre rico. Segundo, por
egoista. No hay mencién de Dios, del préjimo; él hombre rico
se habla asi mismo de él mismo: imis posesiones, mi
productividad, mis planes! Asi que en lugar de desear

Francisco en este Afio Jubilar de la Misericordia nos proponen
crecer en aquello que “vale ante Dios” (12:21), es decir las
obras de misericordia corporales y espirituales.

UNA BOMBA

"Descansa, come, bebe y date buena vida" (Lucas 1, 19)

El fallecido Padre Rick Thomas dijo que el versiculo citado
arriba, Lucas 12, 19, es el versiculo mas obedecido en la Biblia.
Pero, la reaccién de Dios a aquellos que practican este versiculo
es: "Insensato, esta misma noche vas a morir. (Y para quién sera
lo que has amontonado?" (Lc 12, 20) El Sefior considera que la
"buena vida" de relajacion y placer no es tan buena. Esto cae
COmo una sorpresa para nosotros que hemos sido ensefiados a
basar nuestras vidas en y ahorrar nuestro dinero para el
entretenimiento, la relajacion y el disfrute.

La lectura del Evangelio de hoy es como una bomba que
podria destruir toda nuestra vida si la dejamos que explote. Mas
aun, si no perdemos nuestra vida ahora, no la salvaremos para
la eternidad (ver Lc 9, 24). "éDe qué le servira al hombre ganar
el mundo entero, si pierde y arruina su vida?" (Lc 9, 25)
Podemos creer en la Palabra de Dios ahora y dejar que sea como
un martillo pulverizando nuestras vidas (ver Jer 23, 29), o
podemos mantener el status quo, con la esperanza de que la
lectura del Evangelio de hoy no signifique lo que parece.

Al mirar hacia el futuro, tenemos naturalmente sentimientos
de inseguridad. Sabemos que la muerte nos espera, si Jests no
vuelve primero. Sabemos que el sufrimiento, la enfermedad y el
dolor, probablemente se avecinan. Estas perspectivas nos dejan
inseguros a menos que nuestras vidas estén construidas sobre la
roca de la obediencia a la Palabra de Dios (Mt 7, 24). Lo mejor
que podemos hacer es obedecer la Palabra de Dios, sin importar
las consecuencias inmediatas.
